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Introduction

Introduction

In choosing the topic of this fourth regular conference
— part of a now traditional series devoted to the scientific
and practical study of the interrelation between the state
and religion in countries with a predominantly Muslim
population — we, the organizers, well understand that the
question of woman's status in contemporary Muslim
societies is a very complicated issue, open to debate.
Although there is quite a lot of scientific research devoted
to studying diverse aspects of religion, the gender
component of this problem is hardly well known. Measuring
the development of this issue from the Islamic point of
view and through the evolution of Muslim societies, a great
many attempts have been made to clarify this truly vital
Issue, but sometimes they add new components that only
complicate our understanding. Unfortunately, an inaccurate
understanding of women's social and political status in
Muslim societies may result in tangible consequences —
not merely in idle curiosity. This is true not only for countries
with a predominantly Muslim population.

When discussing the role of woman in Islam in general
and in contemporary Muslim societies in particular, it is
obvious that there are two opposite points of view that
have their own numerous supporters. One of them is the
apologetic approach, which glorifies Islam because of its
reverent attitude towards women. The representatives of
this approach believe that one of the hadiths written by the
Prophet Muhammad most typically expresses their
understanding, when it states: "Paradise is found at one's
mothers' legs". The second opinion is quite the opposite. It
frequently unfairly condemns Islam as a faith that openly
discriminates against women's rights. This approach is
typical for atheists, some groups of radical secularists,
representatives of certain other confessions and even liberal
politicians.

Across the spectrum of this debate, there is a “central”
movement that intends to rationally and scientifically prove

the actual status of woman in Islam. However, this
movement, despite its claim to being of scientific interest
alone, is considered as a popular educational scientific
approach, which does not diminish its public importance.
Moreover, this very movement, related to identifying the
appropriate public status of Muslim woman, objectively
educates society in the spirit of gender tolerance and the
culture of gender equality. The existence and strengthening
of such an approach is especially important, because the
words of Honorii Balzac — "Woman is the educator of the
nation” — can be equally applied to both Christian and
Muslim civilizations, and these words are true for other
civilizations, as well.

It is clear that discussion and disputes that should identify
the true public status of Muslim woman, unfortunately, are
far from scientific. This should be a cause for concern, as
this situation engenders and supports certain myths related
to the social status of Muslim woman. Some of them are
not as harmless as they seem to be in terms of the distorted
understanding of the basics of the political processes in
"the Muslim world". It is necessary to create a true image
of the Muslim world in the eyes of the rest of the world.
Meanwhile, it is well-known that religious tolerance is
becoming one of the key preconditions for the safe and
sustainable development of the world community.

To demonstrate this, we shall give a couple of examples
based on some of these myths which, on the one hand,
offend the feelings of Muslim people, and on the other
hand result in increasing Islamophobia among non-
Muslims. This is especially true for the industrially developed
western countries. For example, the attempt to prove that
only Islam forces women to wear headscarves produces
such an effect, although headscarves are actually typical
for many peoples who practice different religions. The same
effect is produced when repeated groundless attempts are
made to portray Islam as a religion that encourages
polygamy. The truth, however, is that Islam constrained
the uncontrolled polygamy that was already widespread in
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pre-Islamic Arabia, and indeed condemned that ancient
social phenomenon in moral terms. The main source of
Islam is the sacred Koran, which includes specific ayats.
According to these, there is only one choice left for a man
—to have only one wife. Fairness to all wives in everything
Is identified as one of the key preconditions for entering
into a second or subsequent marriage in one of the ayats in
the Koran, but it states there that men are unable to be
fully fair to all the women, in spite of their strong desire
(Nisa: 129). Many Muslim theologians consider these words
as a moral prohibition against polygamy in Islam.

An urgent issue that is important today for the further
successful development of countries with a predominantly
Muslim population is to strengthen the social position of
Muslim woman in the context of concepts that are new to
the Muslim world. Such concepts, which emerged in the
West, are the idea of a democratic lawful state and a
pluralistic civil society. Some uneasy questions are raised
in the area of adapting these values, which are new to
Muslims, to the political, socio-economic and spiritual-
moral conditions which have been formed for centuries
under the determining influence of Islam. These questions
should be solved promptly and adequately.

For example, if the state is guided by the principle of
secularity, what kind of religious-educational and
educational establishments should there be?

It is quite clear that the secular principle should be used
as a basis for tolerance, rather than for secular radicalism.
On the other hand, it is equally important for similar
establishments to work on the basis of scientifically
established knowledge instead of engaging in dogmatic
religious propaganda. This is the most vulnerable point of
current religious-educational activity in general, and among
women in particular. It is no secret, that at times it is very
difficult to spot the invisible line that divides religious
education from active propaganda of a particular religion.
Crossing this line leads to intensified religious
consciousness among certain social groups and to
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radicalism. If the religious consciousness of adherents of
one confession becomes radicalized, this always results in
growing tension among the representatives of other
confessions. This is the slippery slope towards political
destabilization. Taking into consideration that currently
there are no mono-national and, hence, mono-confessional
states in the Muslim world, this scenario is of particular
danger.

Thus, religious education is of special importance in
current Muslim societies, so that the political powers with
the most tools to affect public processes will play a leading
role. Which powers are these — especially in the Muslim
world? Certainly, the state. That is why systematic work
with governmental bodies and institutions is so important.
That is why, in particular, our project —which was initiated
by non-governmental noncommercial organizations —
focuses on active collaboration with governmental
institutions. If our key goal is public progress, there is only
one way to achieve this noble goal: to collaborate with
governmental institutions. This is our answer to some people
who say that because we collaborate with governmental
organizations, we therefore follow the dictates of certain
powerful political forces. This is not at all the case, no. Our
actions are inspired, above all, by our intention to be
constructive, and to achieve the objectives of the project.

At present, it is possible to observe different approaches
to educating a Muslim woman in Muslim countries: blindly
reactionary, for example, as under Taliban rule in Afghanistan;
definitely restrictive, as in some Arabian states; and quite
modem, in harmony with western approaches, as in Turkey
and in the new independent states in Central Asia and other
post-Soviet countries with predominantly Muslim
populations.

But the situation in the educational sphere, including
moral-religious education, is becoming more difficult. New
challenges are emerging that can radically alter individual
ideological values. Globalization processes, and, above all,
information technologies accelerate these challenges, and it
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Is necessary to redouble efforts to search for more complete
educational approaches which are in harmony with new
realities and capable of resisting the asymmetric challenges
which arise.

Children must have the opportunity to safely attend
educational establishments, so that the chief interest of a
Muslim woman is to send them to school without fearing for
their lives or moral education. This problem is becoming
more urgent as drug trafficking, religious sectarianism and
religious and other kinds of intolerance grow. All faiths have
the capability to resolve this very problem. Religions, including
Islam, may be in harmony with values that are peculiar to
civil society as currently understood in terms of democracy. A
Muslim woman may become an effective tool for
implementing these values.

At present, the question of the role of woman in the Muslim
world is not rhetorical. Let us take, for example, the system of
secondary and preschool education. Women make up half,
and even more, of the employees in this sphere in many
Muslim countries. Similar indicators are found in the system
of public health in these countries; in the spheres of science
and higher education they are a little bit lower. However,
until now there has been no fundamental scientific research
summarizing the evolutionary status of Muslim woman at the
theoretical level.

Naturally, a woman's situation in different Muslim countries
of the world differs very greatly — in some countries, one
should pay "bride money" for a girl; in others they are
emancipated as a result of the feminist movement. There are
some countries where women still wear paranja and others,
where they do not know what paranja is. In some countries,
woman is the keeper of the family, while in others she is still
an "Amazon" (among nomadic, steppe people, especially).
Some education systems allow boys and girls to study together;
others keep them separate. Unfortunately, a fanatical attitude
to scholasticism, reactionary religious dogmas and a blind
trust in religious authorities all remain in place in many corners
of the greater Muslim world.
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Therefore, it is especially important to study this issue in
terms of science and theory, and it is particularly useful in
terms of practice. We hope that this book we offer to the
reader will make a contribution to filling the gap in this area.

The Place of Woman in Modem Uzbekistan
with Regard to the National Mentality

Structural transformations have taken place in all spheres
of activity in modern Uzbekistan, and they determine both
changes in the social structure of the population, including
for women, and in people's lives and how they develop.
Now there is a demand for new personal qualities such as
activity, initiative and responsibility, which create a need
for particularly strong-willed efforts.

In order to improve the status of women and encourage
them to play an active role in society, the Decree of the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan UP# -3434 "On
Additional Measures to Support the Activity of the Women's
Committee of Uzbekistan™ was issued on 25th May 2004,
and the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan
passed the Resolution. Within the framework of legislative
and normative documents, the key areas of activity of the
Women's Committee of Uzbekistan were identified, and
one of them is the effective coordination of women's role
in the process of establishing a democratic civil society in
Uzbekistan.

An analysis of research has shown that there are many
scientific publications which study issues related to Asian
mentality, ideology and psychology, attitudes towards morals
and ethics, ethical standards of family life, relations between
the sexes, etc. Sociologists try to draw serious generalizations
and conclusions about the mentality of Asian women, as it
Is impossible to identify individual characteristics of women's
problems without studying their mentality.

Uzbekistan is unique in terms of national and
demographic structure. From time immemorial a complex
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and dynamically developing multinational population has
formed here, providing a crucible for the evolutionary
processes of interchange and enrichment of nations and
peoples in different spheres, above all in the sphere of
culture.

The first characteristic of gender issues is the ethno-
genetic approach. The Uzbeks are a combination of ancient
and relatively recent ethnicities, and it is possible to
distinguish several historical strata. Their way of life has
concentrated various cultural aspects into a new ethno-
social community.

The fact is that the national mentality of the Uzbek woman
(one could say of Uzbek society as a whole) is generated not
only from the original ethno-cultural base but also from
various relations and contacts with other nations and peoples
that have developed for centuries. Basically, this is the second
characteristic, on the basis of which one can say that a new
culture formed, out of the synergy of material and spiritual
cultures of peoples of the East and the West.

Thanks to independence we have had the opportunity to
study our real history, and we have made an amazing
revelation: philosophers and poets of any people could not
as sensitively and sweetly describe a woman as has been
done in the East.

The third characteristic of women's issues is that for a
long time our people have been diligently and persistently
persuaded that Islam ostensibly degrades the role of
woman, rendering her a slave deprived of civil rights.
However, scientists give hundreds of examples of the
opposite: that Islamic religion calls for love and respect
towards women. The ethics of Islam has ultimately resulted
in strengthening the family as a social unit. It has reduced
the number of divorces in Muslim families, Islamic moral
principles have cut the roots of debauchery and adultery,
and thanks to them it is possible for aged parents to
peacefully and honorably live in the families of their
children, without fear of being expelled and doomed to a
hungry and lonely old age. The way of life of Asian peoples
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provides convincing evidence for this, as three generations
often live in one house.

The fourth specific characteristic of the mass
consciousness of men and women is the discrepancy in
their opinions on women's social status. Sociological
research which has been carried out among men in different
regions of Uzbekistan provides the following evidence: half
of the interviewed men prefer to consider a woman as a
housewife for a family's well-being; 33% of respondents
want women to work on a part-time basis.

Taking into account the particular qualities of the Uzbek
people is the fifth characteristic in the field of women's
issues, because the ideas and beliefs, traditions and customs
of the Uzbek people are the basis of national spirituality and
personality. The President of Uzbekistan reminds us of the
characteristics of the Uzbek mentality:

"The aspiration to universal values is in line with the fact
that Eastern philosophy has a worthy place in our life. The
cultural values of Islam have been restored. The people
simply call them "Uzbekchilik" —meaning kindness, mercy,
mutual tolerance and respect, compassion for others, and
other valuable qualities™.1

This means that democratic institutions should reflect
the mentality and particular cultural features of our people.

The sixth characteristic of women's issues in Uzbekistan
is the particular mentality of our people, which demonstrates
that each ethno-national community — in order to defend
itself from assimilation and to accelerate processes of
renewal — creates a special way of thinking which, on the
one hand, helps harmonize relations in its own community,
and on the other hand, helps avoid obstacles as other
peoples' values are integrated into the system of relations
produced by the interchange process.

Thus, to settle women's issues in Uzbekistan it is necessary
to take into consideration the Uzbek national mentality,
which is a sort of Asian mentality in terms of essential and
semantic structure. This means that the mentality of the
Uzbek woman has the following characteristics:
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Firstly, she has a hereditary genetic memory of culture,
morals, ethics, etc., that differs from European criteria and
values;

Secondly, her very essence is based on a completely
different ideology, spirituality and economic-cultural
foundation;

Thirdly, her mentality is affected by other natural and
climatic conditions and by the level of industrial
development in the area;

Fourthly, her mentality develops mostly on the basis of
the experience of Eastern Asian countries, especially those
countries along the Silk Road,;

Fifthly, it is based on the authority and prestige of the
views and opinions of thinkers, statesmen and creative
figures of the East;

Sixthly, it has a particular moral, ethical and legal system
of values.1

The Social Position of Women in Muslim Societies:
A Brief Introduction

The position of women is a crucial and sensitive issue
for Muslim societies, possibly one of the most crucial and
sensitive ones today, liable to arouse passions like few
other issues do. I am fully aware of this sensitivity, and of
the need for everyone to approach the matter with care,
perhaps even with modesty. Still, open words are called for
that do not evade some of the more problematic aspects of
the situation. To speak openly is a sign of respect for an
audience and a readership that includes many with an in-
depth knowledge of the subject.

Opposing views

The real and symbolic value of the gender issue is
universally acknowledged. Obviously, it concerns Muslim
as much as non-Muslims. The concept of "gender" refers
to the socially "constructed” roles of both men and women
that are to some extent based on their physical nature, but
not decisively shaped by it. For obvious reasons, male
patterns of behaviour and specific models of masculinity
are just as important to culture, politics and society at
large as are female ones. Yet they are rarely discussed and
have been little studied, both with regard to the past and
the present. It is the social role of women that commonly
stands at the centre of attention. Much of the debate is
marked by an unfortunate combination of critique and
self-defense, often bordering on the apologetic, with neither
of them sufficiently grounded in empirical evidence. The
way the Qur'anic message is understood by pious Muslims
on the one hand, and by modern critics of the female
condition in Muslim societies on the other, serves to illustrate
the point: Most pious Muslims read the Qur'an as a message
of liberation for women who according to them were
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oppressed in the pre-Islamic days of the Jahiliyya, the age
of "ignorance" (this is the meaning of the Arabic original)
that is commonly portrayed as an age of darkness. Let me
add that we know too little about the actual condition of
women in pre-Islamic Western Arabia to either confirm or
the liberation thesis or refute. Modern critics, by contrast,
refer to the same verses of the Qur'an as the textual basis
for the ongoing injustice done to Muslim women by Muslim
men, and indeed their oppression in the name of (patriarchal)
Islam.

Given these controversies, reasoned debate and open
dialogue are difficult: sharp critiques of the female condition
in Muslim societies and communities abound, coming both
from outside, first and foremost from the non-Muslim West,
and from inside these societies and communities themselves.
Critiques usually focus on certain readings of the Qur'an
and Sunna as much as on the interpretation of present
realities in various Muslim countries that tends to lean
heavily in the direction of the most conservative ones,
such as Saudi-Arabia, Iran and other countries of the Gulf
area. There is no need to stress the fact that some of these
critiques are biased, or based on limited information poorly
understood. But not all can be dismissed as one-sided,
ignorant, or malevolent. For we do not only hear critiques
coming from the outside, especially the West which tends
to feel superior to Muslim societies with regard to the
gender issue. There is a lively debate going on within
Muslim societies that is reflected in an equally rich and
lively literature.

The Arab Human Development Report (AHDR),
researched and written by Arab social scientists and
published annually by the United Nations Development
Programme since 2002, ranges among the most important
contributions to this debate, with repercussions far beyond
the Arab Muslim world. The AHDR 2004 (published in New
York 2005 and printed in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan)
focussed on the theme of freedom (it was subtitled "Towards
Freedom in the Arab World"). In this context, it devoted
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considerable space to the issue of women. The Report
defined three "fundamental deficits" that have, taken
together, impeded human development in the Arab world:
deficits in political rights, in women's rights, and in
knowledge. “In general”, the report stated on p. 10, "women
suffer from inequality with men and are vulnerable to
discrimination, both at law and in practice."” The findings
are evidently not confined to the Arab world, but relevant
for other regions, too.

Yet the critics have not gone uncriticized. Quite the
contrary. Under attack, many Muslims, men as well as
women, have risen to defend the position of women in
Muslim societies as essentially right and just, though perhaps
in need of a cautious correction of "deviations” here and
there, and an improvement in the overall socio-economic
situation of the society concerned. As a rule, they have
insisted strongly on the cultural specificity of Islam and its
particular conception of women and gender. According to
them, applying norms and notions developed in the modern
West to Muslim societies amounts to cultural imperialism
and a violation of Muslim identity that has to be exposed
and resisted as such. Identity politics play a major role in
this context. Now identity and authenticity are notoriously
difficult to define, and are contested in most societies,
Muslim ones included. Islamists identify authenticity with
the pristine Islam of the age of the Prophet (as they see it).
Many Muslims who have nothing to do with Islamism still
subscribe to the notion of cultural specificity that makes
for a distinct "Islamic way" of ordering society, gender,
and the role of women. Between cultural relativism, which
concedes specific rules and "moral orders" to different
cultures and societies, usually on the basis of religious
teachings, on the one hand, and the belief in universal
values shared by all humans irrespective of race and religion,
on the other, there can be no easy compromise. The conflict
marks debates in Muslim societies as much as in the West.
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Lived experiences

If we consider Muslim societies across the globe,
comprising well over one billion people, we encounter an
infinite variety of lived experiences. Common perceptions
or, to use the term coined by the German sociologist Max
Weber, "ideal types"”, are mostly based on Middle Eastern
experiences. The Middle East stretching from Morocco in
the west to Iran and Afganistan in the east, and from
Mauritania and Sudan in the south to Turkey in the north,
is in itself large and varied enough. Like elsewhere, social
structures differ widely among different milieus (rural and
urban, settled and nomadic), and so do social values and
practices. Both affect the social position of women. Still it
Is possible to identify certain principles that shape gender
relations in Muslim majority societies that are relevant to
Morocco as well as to Turkey. They can be summed up as
patriarchal, patrilocal, and patrilineal, referring to power,
place of residence, and property, all tied to the male line
(and not just to the father as suggested by the term "patri-
"). There are interesting exceptions to the patrilineal model
to be found among certain Muslim communities beyond
the Middle East (the Minangkabau of West Sumatra and
the Muslim population of the Comore Islands are perhaps
the best examples). But they are exceptions, and they have
come under strong pressure from Muslim reformers and
Islamic activists to abandon their "deviant" practices and
conform to the rules of the Sharia (as interpreted by
generations of male Muslim scholars).

Since the late nineteenth century, Muslim reformers and
Islamic activists alike have been propagating a vision of
the Muslim family as the core unit and pillar of society. No
matter how emphatically they refer to Islam and its
normative tradition, first and foremost the Qur'an, Sunna
and Sharia derived from them, the model reflects western
ideas of the ideal family as they developed in the nineteenth
century and were then propagated in the non-Western
world, including the Muslim world. The model is too well
known to be detailed here: it envisages complementary
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roles for men and women, with women primarily in charge
of the home and children and men venturing out to earn
the family income. Many will insist on the fact that relations
between husband and wife (or wives) must be based on
love and mutual respect, and that the family is essentially
a partnership between husband and wife (or wives). Yet in
their vast majority, they also advocate the virtues of modesty
and obedience of the women as the weaker part in this
partnership, weaker in both physically and psychologically
(@ notion thoroughly familiar to anyone brought up in
twentieth-century Europe). Women who overstep the
boundaries of proper conduct "provoke" —and deserve to
be punished for this provokation (again a notion familiar
to most Western societies). "Family values" as propagated
by conservative circles in the U.S. come very close to this
model, with the important distinction that they do not
approve of polygamy that many Muslims keep defending
in spite of its limited relevance to actual practice.

The idea of the nuclear family, embedded into a network
of kinship solidarity (usually described and often
romanticized as the "extended family"), and based on a
clear assignment of rights, roles, and duties to men and
women, is also shared by many Muslim women who are
not attracted by what they see as the outcomes (and indeed
aberrations) of female "emancipation” in the West. | will
not dwell on mutual misperceptions here, and the gross
misrepresentation of gender roles in the West these
perceptions entail. Suffice it to say that conservative notions
of the well-ordered family (with the husband as breadwinner
and head of the family, and his spouse as loyal wife and
mother) are not uniquely Islamic, and neither are they
exclusively male.

What makes a big difference, however, is the extent to
which these notions of appropriate gender relations are
put into practice, and written into law. "Mentalities" may
be persistent and resilient, but they can change, and it is
possible to openly acknowledge that they have done so. If
however, gender roles are inscribed in what is thought to
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be sacred law, grounded in divine will, change becomes
infinitely more difficult to achieve, and to recognize as
legitimate. The latter may be as important as the former,
and the Muslim experience is a case in point.

In most Muslim majority societies across the globe, the
Sharia (or rather figh, Islamic law as defined by Muslim
jurists over the ages) is applied in one way or another in
matters pertaining to personal status, including marriage,
divorce, adoption, custody, and maintenance. Laws and legal
practices vary a great deal from one country to another, but
certain basic assumptions regarding gender roles, family,
and property are widely shared. When it comes to the social
position of women, we also find some common features: in
most Muslim societies, girls and women continue to be less
educated than boys and men, and illiteracy rates range
significantly higher. Women constitute a much lower share
in the labor force, or to be more precise: among those gainfully
employed (unpaid fieldwork and housework are not
registered in official statistics of gainful employment). They
are underrepresented in positions of authority, be it in politics,
the economy, or in the administration (though in the latter
two their share appears to be on the rise). Academia may be
a field where women are actually better represented than in
some Western societies: however, differences in income and
status related to these positions have to be taken into account
when assessing the relevance of this fact. Women continue
to be subject to stricter controls of their movement, with the
veil (head-scarf, tschador, burka) only the most visible
expression of this control, and incidentally one that in many
countries is self-imposed rather than forced on the female
part of the population. Abusive practices such as genital
mutilation, wife-beating or domestic violence in general,
which have no base in the Qur'an, but are often justified in
terms of Islam and the Islamic tradition, equally need to be
addressed.

Over the last decades, many governments have embarked
on a course of legal reform that aims to "entitle”, or even
"empower"” women without openly challenging the validity
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of Sharia norms for the social order. Reformed personal
status laws in Egypt, Algeria or Morocco are the best-known
examples here. Tunisia in the 1960's and Turkey in the 1990's
have gone much further. It still remains to be seen to what
extent legal entitlement leads to, or translates into, social
empowerment of women in these societies, and to what
extent they can stimulate others to follow the same path.
It has often been remarked that the ideal notions of the
Muslim family, and of gender relations more generally,
essentially reflect modem urban middle-class values. They
do not adequately reflect the social ideals and realities of
peasants and pastoralists, who may be numerically
dwindling, but still constitute important segments of many
Muslim majority societies. Poverty is, of course, a major
factor restricting the actual implementation of ideal
"Islamic” norms. Field studies document the gap between
social ideals and social realities, usually to the detriment of
women and children. Migration has been identified as a
major factor impacting gender roles and family structures
in many Muslim societies from the Maghreb to Indonesia.
Again, social ideals and norms are often not adapted to
social realities, which do not allow men and women to
assume the roles assigned to them "under Islam" (as
understood by its modern middle-class interpreters). Neither
are laws and legal practices adapted to these realities, with
negative effects that again tend to weigh most heavily on
women (for instance when they fail to obtain maintenance
from absent husbands, or are unable to seek a divorce even
in the case of a long-term absence of the spouse). Extended
families offering security and support to their members,
both emotional and material, are less wide-spread than is
often assumed. Incidentally, the phenomenon of the
nuclear family and of single households is not as new as
Is often thought; a census from Egypt taken in 1848 shows
a surprisingly high rate of single households. In many
Muslim societies, divorce rates are very high, and the
number of fatherless children (who under Islamic law count
as orphans) and of abandoned children is on the rise. In
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spite of wide-spread denial, AIDs can be found in Muslim
societies too. Nothing of this is unique to Muslim societies,
as even a superficial statistical survey would show. What
may be different is the extent to which these facts are
acknowledged, addressed, and openly discussed in
individual societies and communities.

Woman in Islam

I. WOMAN IN ISLAM

The Modernization of the Tunisian Woman's Status

Tunisia belongs to the rare Sunnite Muslim countries which
radically changed the status of women in the family and
society, challenging the rigid precepts imposed by the fukahas,
held to be from divine inspiration and thus immutable.

Indeed, according to Sunnite Muslim orthodoxy, by the
consensus in divine matters of the scientists or idjma, Muslim
doctrines would have been fixed in an irrevocable way by
"closing the doors of idjtihad."2

The idjma confers authority on the work of the fukaha in
order to understand the will of God, and to indicate to the
community what to do or not to do.

To reconsider the terms of Islamic Law by personal effort
would thus be perceived by the orthodoxies as unfaithful to
Islam. However, in Islam, an authority which speaks in the
name of all Muslims does not exist. There are neither priests
nor clergy to prevent you from thinking freely. As the historian
Mohamed Talbi3 said: “In Islam, everyone is confronted only
with his consciousness, only with God. "

The metaphor of “the closing of the doors” means the
prohibition to enjoy the right to interpret the Koran, with
the "doors" symbolizing a certain freedom of thought and
criticism in any erudite research on Islam.

Before the independence of Tunisia, the malikite rite jointly
with the hanafite rite formed applicable law. Through the
justice of the Charaa, or religious court, they constituted the
Muslim legal doctrines valid for questions related to personal
status, such as marriage or inheritance:

— Marriage was concluded by the exchange of consent
of the two to be married or their representatives, expressed
verbally in the presence of two witnesses.
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— In two rites, the tutor or Wali, the relative nearest to
the minor girl, exerts on her the right of djabr i.e. the right
of matrimonial constraint.

— The dissolution of the matrimonial bond was the
privilege of the husband, who enjoys exclusively the right,
at any time, to repudiate his wife without lawsuit and against
her will. Reciprocity was not considered; the woman has,
on the other hand, the right to ask for a divorce in front of
a judge because of faults of the husband, such as the non-
payment of the dowry, or because of disagreement within
the couple for example, in the malikite school of thought.
The hanafite school allows the woman in front of the judge
only in two cases: impotence of the husband and his refusal
to convert to Islam.

— Polygamy was allowed for both rites up to the limit of
four women.

These dispositions give us an outline of the fundamental
principles of legal Muslim doctrines which applied before
the independence of Tunisia in 1956.

However, in the wake of the Egyptian reformers — like
El Tahtawi (1801-1873), Qacem Amin (1865-1908),
Mohamed Abdou (1849-1905) and Rachid Ridha (1865-
1935) —Tahar El Haddad, an aim, a scientist in the religious
field who was part of the theological University of Zeitouna
in Tunis, had the audacity in 1930 in his important book
"Our woman in the law and the society"4 to question the
provisions of Islamic law which consecrate the inferiority
of women. He demonstrates that they were not in conformity
with the spirit of the Koran and constitute a barrier to
progress, and proposed to change these provisions by
reopening the doors of the idjtihad.

This book caused his exclusion from the University and
the loss of all his civil rights. Tahar Haddad died in utter
destitution, but his book had a major impact on the Tunisian
elite.

In March 1956, Tunisia gained independence, and a few
months later on August 13, 1956 Habib Bourguiba, the
nationalist leader and president of the Republic of Tunisia,
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promulgated a new code of personal status, the Code du
statut personnel (CSP), where the principle of the equality
of man and woman before the law was established.

Taking as a starting point the theses formulated by
Tahar BH Haddad, Habib Bourguiba removed some
regulations of Islamic law relating to the formation and
the dissolution of the matrimonial bond.

Thus he prohibited polygamy and unilateral repudiation
in favour of the husband, as well as the right of matrimonial
constraint.

He founded the obligation of assent for both spouses,
to be pronounced in front of a registrar.

He raised the age limit for marriage to 17 years, the
legal majority to 20 years, and finally opened the right to
legal divorce in an equal way for women and men.

Nevertheless, the inequality regarding inheritance was
maintained (two shares for a man, one share for a woman);
but an important innovation was introduced in the family
code: the right to adopt an abandoned child, who has the
same rights as the procreated child (patronymic name,
inheritance).

Thus, H. Bourguiba attacked one of the reserved fields
of justice of the Charaa, which was in addition replaced by
a secular judiciary governed by positive law, in a unified
legal system. The new regime, carried by the popular
legitimacy of having led to the independence of the country
and its decolonization, engaged in a voluntary policy of
modernizing Tunisia, in which the emancipation of women
represented the main challenge of the new project of society.
In a marked speech on August 3, 1956, announcing the
promulgation of this Code, Bourguiba affirmed:

‘just as our ancestors made an effort to learn how to reach
the spirit of Islam, we must in our turn provide the same
effort to adapt the life of the community to the requirements
of our titne, within the framework of the general principles
of Islamm

The hostile reactions of the conservatives of Zeitouna
surfaced immediately: by what right H. Bourguiba did
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open the doors of the idjtihad, closed since centuries by
decree, whereas any effort to interpret the Koran and
Sunna had been proscribed since the Xth century?

This resistance had its prolongation in society, where
some men feared this loss of ancestral male privileges as
an attack against their status as men and a loss of their
power established over women; they accused Bourguiba of
apostasy. In order to confront those conservatives he was
sometimes forced to use legal coercion.

For instance if parents refused to send their girls to school
at the age of 6 or even older, they were punished sometimes
by imprisonment. These measures had a large impact on
future generations, making Tunisia one of the rare Muslim
countries to reach a high rate of schooling in the 1960s and
later.

At the same time, the encouragement of birth control
was introduced in order to reinforce the women's right to
use abortion and contraception.

In reality, the Tunisian social context was predisposed
for these reforms introduced by the legislator. The
movement of the reformers, which dominated in the party
of liberation, called Neo-Destour, had continued the fight
of Tahar Haddad for women's emancipation and had
prepared the ground.

One must remember that the day before the promulgation
of this new code, only 4% of Tunisian men were
polygamous5 society was quite ready to accept these
reforms, and behavior tended towards equal rights for
women.

Like men, women enjoyed the right to vote in 1958,
during the first elections of the constituent Assembly.

As Y. Ben Achour explains, he rather regards the C.S.P.
“as the product of an evolutionary process more than a
radical change of behavior and mentality. "6

Let us remember that in Tunisia, from the very start of
the 20th century, the education of women took place even
inside the Islamic University of Zeitouna, which led to a
conflict between conservatives and modernists, as well as
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outside in such schools as “I'ecole de la rue El Pacha" an
establishment founded in 1900 in Tunis, which was the first
secular institution offering a modern curriculum for girls in
North Africa.

At the same time, a dynamic female movement inside
the national liberation movement also played an important
role in this evolution, such as the "Club of the girl", the
"Muslim Union of women in Tunisia" in 1936, "Chems el
Islam", the "female Section of the Association of Young
Muslima" in 1944 and the "Club of the Tunisian Girl" in
1954,

But since 1956, Tunisia was irrevocably marked by these
modernistic legislative regulations which supported the level
of human development and favored the massive entry of
women into Tunisian public life, becoming thus a pillar of
the economy.

In 1987, Bourguiba was removed by Ben Ali under the
pretext of senility and the new regime, after some hesitations,
reinforced this tendency towards the equality of women's
rights through other legislative provisions, concerning fields
such as the supervision of the mother over her children and
the transfer of nationality by the mother.

However, these measures did not recognize equality with
regard to inheritance, which continued to be discriminatory.

In a context marked by conservatism, which forced a
reconsideration of the legal status of women, the new regime
of Ben Ali developed an authoritative policy and repressive
attitude with a latent misogyny. He declared at the same
moment a state feminism, of which a corollary is the
prohibition for Tunisian women to exert their citizenship.

If men and women are equally deprived of their civil
rights, opposition women are ill-treated by Ben Ali, who
uses the misogynist dictionary.

All women who criticize this authoritative power are
attacked physically by the police force and are treated
publicly in official newspapers as prostitutes and loose
women in order to discredit their struggle as human rights
defenders.
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They have only the right to be an element of the
decoration of the democratic facade, and to play the role
of alibi.

In 2002, the Committee on the elimination of
discrimination against women of the United Nations
(CEDAW), criticized these discriminatory practices of
Tunisian authorities and invited Tunisia, as a State party of
the convention, to ensure the free and full participation of
women in political and public life, and in particular in
non-governmental activities, estimating that the above-
mentioned acts discriminate against women by preventing
them from taking part freely in public and political life.

If legislative provisions are an important instrument for
promoting the modernization of women’s status, they
threaten to become empty containers if they are not carried
by a clear and daring political goodwill, which works to
transform both mentality and behavior.1

The Changing Role of Muslim Women
In Russian Society:
Basic Trends (1991-2005)

In Moscow, 15,300 people accepted Islam in 2003. More
than 20 thousand people pronounced "shahadu" in
Moscow mosques during the first 10 months of 2004. 60%
of those who accepted Islam were Russian by nationality.
Among them, about 75% were girls between the ages of
17 and 21. These figures were submitted by the Union of
Muftis of Russia. The trend is obvious, and it is a universal
tendency.

According to these data, a significant number of those
converting to Islam accept it by way of marriage. |
Interethnic marriages were quite widespread in the USSR
before 1991, but, as a rule, they were not accompanied by
a change of faith.

Islam and women in Russia — this is a multifaceted
theme. | shall allow myself to discuss only several of the
clearest and most significant aspects of the problem of
the position of Muslim women in modern Russia: political,
even military-political, social, economic and domestic
ISsues.

The position of the Muslim woman in traditionally Islamic
regions of Russia, and in the post-Soviet space at the end
of the 20lh — beginning of the 214 centuries differs from
the position of Muslim women in other Muslim countries
and even in Turkey, where the policy of secularization
had undoubted success.

The separation of religion from the state, and of schools
from religion, in the USSR was accompanied by active
atheistic propaganda. Islam, as well as other religions,
was declared to be a vestige of bourgeois consciousness,
and was subject to persecution. State laws and public
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opinion condemned household and family traditions of
Muslims (polygamy, wearing the paranja, sacrifices on
holidays, self-flagellation of the devout, circumcision, etc.).
Muslim clerics of the USSR became reconciled to the
situation. The position of women essentially changed, their
educational level considerably increased, and they began
to play an increasing role in public life, to hold prominent
public and state posts.

Certainly, it was not possible to destroy completely the
family lifestyle of Muslims, but this was most likely due to
national traditions than religious beliefs. The process of
re-secularization (in Islamic regions they use more often
the term “Islamic revival”, that is the return of countries
developing on the western model to an Islamic way of
development) began at the end of the 1980s in the USSR.
Educated and emancipated Muslim women, having become
interested in religion, wanted to study it, and to study
together. There was a sharp increase in the number of
cultural - educational Islamic organizations, very often
female. Secular scientists in Tatarstan, referring to the West-
European Sovietologists, experts on "Soviet” Islam,
emphasized the special role of women in "Tatar” Islam,
and even asserted, that Tatar women had rescued Islam in
Russial

Here are some examples of the activity of such
organizations: In Buguslan, the Muslim Union “Mahad al-
Hidaya-lil-banat” conducts 4-month courses for Muslim
women from different regions of Russia. The program of
courses includes principles of the Koran, the Koran, Arabic
language, and rules of behavior of Muslim women in society.
The union of Tatar women in St. Petersburg "Ak-Kalfak-
Neva” publishes a newspaper with the same name,
highlighting the life of the Muslim community of the city,
and the activity of the union itself. The position of the
union "Ak-Kalfak-Neva" is more radical towards women:
“The future of the nation is in the hand of women. Therefore
women should know more today, they should be educated,
and not sent to the corner!”.
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The book Love and Sex in Islam was published,
containing testimonies about the emancipation of Russian
Muslim women2 The reaction among Russian theologians
toward the publishing of this book varied. Imams and
muftis were embarrassed by the word "sex" in the title of
the book. However in many mosques, at least in Moscow,
the book is sold, with the offending term covered by a
sticker.

Returning to religion has essentially changed the way
of life for Muslim women. First of all, the return of hijab
is evident, though even in traditional Islamic regions
attitudes are ambiguous to the new “fashion". The adviser
of the president of Tatarstan R.Hakim criticizes the presence
in the streets of Kazan of women and even girls, dressed
in long clothes and wrapped up in scarves, as in Turkey
and Saudi Arabia. These clothes, in his opinion, are not
connected in any way to Islam, "...she is simply ugly, even
primitive"3 This position has caused a sharp rebuke on
the part of Imams of some Tatar Mosques, and the number
of women in hijab in the streets of the big cities of Tataria
has not decreased.

Returning to an Islamic way of life has led to the
development of specific social institutions and Islamic
spheres of services.

In the center of Moscow, on the territory of the
historical mosque, in June, 2005, the women's clothes
boutique "Jamilya"” opened4 for Muslim women. A
Russian Muslim woman designer develops clothes which
meet the requirements of Islam, taking account of
European fashion tendencies. Muslim women can buy
here everything that is called external hijab. There are
everyday and festive clothes, to wear in the house and
even for making pilgrimage. There are non-Muslim
women among the clients of the shop, who are going on
business trips or simply on vacation to Muslim countries.

It has also been announced that a beauty parlor,
maternity ward and dentist's office will be opening soon
in Moscow for Muslims. There will be no male doctors in
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the maternity ward, and the dentists will try to avoid using
alcohol-based medicine5 as much as possible.

The Petersburg union of Tatar women "Al Kalfak-Neva"
plans the creation of a domestic kindergarten, where
Muslim women can educate their children in the tenets of
Islam.

In Sochi the society of Tatars and the organization
"Yasin" have addressed the administration of the city with
the request to allocate land for a Muslim beach. Their
plans include the construction of a boarding house with
500 places, with separate beaches and saunas, halal food,
and a Mosque6 It is a commercial project; money was
allocated from wealthy Muslim businessmen. Many Russian
tourist agencies offer residence in "Islamic” hotels of Turkey
and Egypt. Rest in "Islamic" boarding houses with services
specially for Moslems costs two to three times as much.

Thus, the returning to Islam, including for women, has
led to the creation of "special branches” of the economy.

The Islamic revival includes themes connected to
religion in the political agenda. The theme of women has
arisen in various political discussions. We should note
that the former president of Ingushetia, R.Aushev, tried in
the 1990s to legalize polygamy in the republic. The attempt
was not crowned a success, though it was also supported
by the odious Duma fraction of the LDPR —not an Islamic
party, it must be noted.

Some time ago in Russia the theme "hijab™ was actively
discussed, as was the right to be photographed for
documents, in particular for passports, in a traditional
Islamic female headscarf7. In regions, where Islam is
traditionally widespread, for example in Tatarstan, such
photos were practiced as the norm until January 2002.
Then, referring to the order of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, photos in hijab ceased to be accepted. This became
an occasion for a long court case, known as "Nizhnekamsk
women versus the Ministry of Internal Affairs", which
reached the Supreme court, and was accompanied by mass
protests in the cities of Tataria, Naberezhnye Chelny,
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Bugulma, Nizhnekamsk, Almetyevsk, Sarmanov, Aznakaev,
Izhevsk — thecapital of Udmurtiya, and also in Moscow.

The Supreme Court of Russia recognized the requirements
as illegal and subsequently cancelled this decision, allo”ng
women to be photographed for passports wearing
headscarves. As was remarked in the decision, this will
allow citizens to avoid actions in contradiction to their
religious beliefs, the right to which is guaranteed by the
Constitution of the Russian Federation. The decision seems
to concern the permission of the secular state to adhere to
instructions of a particular religion, regardless of whether
it refers to Muslim women or to orthodox monks.

It is necessary to note that the discussion reached the
highest level.

1shall allow myself to quote the words of the President
of Russia concerning a passport photo of a woman wearing
hijab: "Today there is this fashion, tomorrow it has passed.
Today she is photographed in a scarf, and tomorrow has
taken it off, and has gone abroad with this passport and
she was not allowed across the border. ‘Here's the
grandmother for you Yuryev day'. Therefore to such things,
to standardized things we should refer very accurately, and
not create problems"8

At an ordinary level, especially in the regions where
Islam is not the dominant religion, women in traditional
Islam refer skeptically to such clothes. Many of theifl can
hear muttered in the background the word "shahid
[terrorist]!". Definitely, this is the reaction of the street on
the activity of so-called "black widows". However
ambiguous, even the uncooperative attitude to women in
hijab is peculiar also to law-enforcement bodies of Russia.
According to the order of Minister of Internal Affairs of
Russia Ne 12/309 from July, 9, 2003, under the code name
"Operation Fatima", actions were carried out to check
women in Muslim headscarfs, as potential terrorists-- The
head of the Spiritual Board of Muslims of the Asian part
Russia, Nafigulla Ashirov, considers that in the operation
and in its name there are elements of Islamophobia. and
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the actions of the authorities are an example of
discrimination against Muslim women.

Perhaps, "black widows" have now become the dominant
perception of Muslim women in Russia.

It is more important to find the answer to the question:
who are they : "black widows" or "brides of Allah"? The
answer distributed in the press to the question of the "black
widows" traditional for Chechen insurgents goes like this:
"They are despairing and faithfullly believing widows, wives,
mothers and sisters of people who have been lost in
operations, or injured by the actions of the federal forces in
the Northern Caucasus, who dare to take revenge with
their lives". The Russian special services give another
definition: "They are young girls and women who have lost
connections with their families, have sinned from the point
of view of the morals accepted in their territories and have
decided to 'expiate' the sin". Sometimes to expiate literally
in the meaning of this word: their families receive monetary
compensation. Thus, they are exposed to serious
psychological and even to psychotropic processing;
moreover, some people do not blow up the bombs
themselves. According to some information, many
explosives were equipped with remote controll

It is not possible to completely accept or deny these
opposing points of view, as there is no trustworthy
information concerning the biographies and motives of a
significant number of the women, who have lost their lives
in lethal acts of terrorism. The details of the life and motives
are somewhat known of an insurgent named Zarem
Mujihoeva, who was condemned by a jury for an attempted
explosion in Tver street in Moscow. Her biography, evidence
of compensation to her family of almost 1500 dollars, and
also her refusal to fulfill the act of terrorism, tend to confirm
the version of the Russian special services. However, this
information was received when Mujihoeva was under
interrogation, and it is impossible to trust it completely “e

The biography of Amanat Nagaeva, one of the individuals
who blew up flight TU - 134 from Moscow to Volgograd,
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algo cannot be fully trusted. According to the data of the
Society "Memorial”, her brother, Uvais, had been killed by
federal armies, and the sister decided on revenge. Members
of the family of Nagaeva deny this information and assert
that her passport was stolen, and the woman was not
involved in terrorist activity. However, it is difficult to find
a family in the Caucasus which will openly acknowledge
membership in terrorist groups, or confess that it has "sold"
a daughter to insurgents for participation in acts of terrorism.

Motives of revenge in the acts of terrorism accomplished
are authentic enough directly in the Caucasus (the case of
Ayzan Kazueva)l2 But they are targeted and typically
concern the tradition of blood revenge, which is widespread
in the Northern Caucasus. It is possible to count as an
innovation only the participation of women, but this testifies
to the progressive emancipation of women, even more
strongly to conservative mountain society, instead of its
Islamicization. As for actions with the participation of
"Shahids", Islamic acts of terrorism, data characterizing
them as “acts of belief”, are not enough.

Muslim seminary students all over the world debate at
length whether mortal terrorist attacks correspond to the
strictures of Islam . It is possible to produce a thousand
citations from texts of Islamic seminary students, both
Russian and foreign, as a rule close or loyal to ruling circles,
where citations from the Koran and Hadiths prove that
these acts are forbidden 13 No less authoritatively do
seminary students of oppositional factions close to radical
Islamic organizations assert that these acts are encouraged,
and also refer to the Koran and Sunna. Discussion between
them is infinite and fruitless. One thing is obvious: in a lot
°f e countries of the world, the terrorists, proclaiming
themselves as fighters for the belief and celebration of
Islam, commit suicide.

Disputes as to whether the Islamic or Far-Eastern
Mentality supposedly attracts women to the decision to
can-y out combative, military and political tasks carry only
a theoretical character. In Hadith there are data on feats of
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women, for example, Safiya Bint AL Mutallib, the heroine
of early Islam, who during a fight with Jews in 627
decapitated one of her attackers.

Let's analyze known acts of terrorism with the
participation of so-called "black widows". In the majority
of cases, there are no direct data, such as a written statement
from terrorists on film, as practiced in Palestine, about the
voluntary nature of participation, about slogans under which
they acted, about the reasons they became insurgents. One
unique exception is the "Northeast” women, participants
of the capture of the theater Dubrovka in Moscow. The
women who participated there were openly proclaimed
"shahid suicide bombers", and their black hijab and "shahid
belts" should confirm these words. However much of the
indirect data cast doubt that a martyr action was planned:

— The largescale capture of hostages with the
declaration of certain demands is not typical for suicide
terrorist attacks.

— The "covering™ of the faces of the women by hijab
could be possibly explained as adherence to Islam, but
masks on the men indicate, more likely, a desire to survive
and be rescued, than a readiness to die.

— In the pockets of many of the insurgents killed when
the theater was stormed, including the women, return air
tickets were found, which would not be necessary for a
suicide martyr.

— The hijabs had a strange appearance, more typical
for the Arabian countries and Persian gulf than for the
Northern Caucasus. They seem to have been chosen not
by the women, but for a particular audience.

— According to the rescued hostages, the gas used
directly before the storming of the theater did not take
instant effect, but left some two minutes of consciousness.
It is improbable that the women among the insurgents
lost consciousness before the others; hence, they all had
the opportunity to deploy their "shahid belts". As they
refrained from doing so, this allows one to conclude that
they were not suicide bombers.

Woman in Islam

The capture of the hostages in the Dubrovka, in style
and execution, was similar to the action of Shamil Basayev
in Budyonnovsk, only better organized, and stylized under
the act of terrorism of "female suicide bombers".

Basayev does not hide the fact that he created a battalion
of "black widows". For some reason he decided to name
a battalion in the Arab language: "Riyadus-Sahlihiyn".
This also suggests, that the name is intended for a certain
audience, or for students. That is, the element of
theatricality is present, exactly as in the theatrically
pompous titles given the field commanders during the
first Chechen war: "brigadier general”, "commander of
the Southern front". But theatricality in "Islamic" style,
certainly, is not only a game.

There is no doubt that the terrorist war, including
the actions of "black widows", is a reality of Modern
Russian life. A reality caused by a lot of social,
economic, external and internal political factors. The
most important factor is the wave of criminal violence
and the interethnic conflicts which overflowed post-
Soviet space even before the disintegration of the
USSR, and throughout the 1990s. But to speak about
the existence in Russia of a full-scale "lIslamic terror
of shahids", similar to the Palestinian or, particularly,
to that of Islamic groups such as the Muslim
Brotherhood, Islamic Jihad and Hezbollah, is still
premature. Radical Islamic communities, including
some with the participation of women, undoubtedly
exist in the territory of modern Russia, but at the present
time, they are not the authors of the worst terrorist
attacks. Moreover, during the first Chechen war,
separatists also used women to attack federal armies,
and not Muslim women, as their motives were different.
The “Islamic" accent was introduced to these actions
from the outside, and fundamentally later. By whom
and for what? This is the debatable question, which
does not have direct relevance to the position of
Muslim women in Russia.
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There is no doubt that the terror of "black widows"
seriously influences the formation of a negative image
of Muslim women. This is not exclusively a Russian
phenomenon. After the July terrorist attacks in London,
women in hijab were "sent out" from buses, as possible
terrorists. It is not known whether those who created
and advertised the battalion "Riyadus Salihiyn" take
that into account, but it is obvious that its existence
complicates the life of women Muslims in Russia. This
is a life which was revived at the end of the 1980s with
a renewal of interest in religion as a whole, and in Islam
as one of the traditional faiths in Russia.

Muslim women in Russia create freely create female
and religious organizations and can study Islam; social
infrastructure and even specific sub-sectors of the
economy are created for them, and sometimes even by
them. The state only insists on the full secularization of
the purely state sphere, such as, for example, the
provision of passports. In daily life, they can face displays
of animosity, caused, above all, by the events in the
Caucasus.1

Characteristics of the current religious activities
of women in Karakalpakstan

The achievement of independence has resulted in
radical changes in the historic destiny of Uzbekistan.
Independence has given a powerful impetus to
transformations in the economy and in social and spiritual
life. It has become the fertile soil that actively fosters
new democratic values. Modern political, economic and
public institutions relevant to a lawful state and civil
society are being established, and the key value is the
individual: his/her rights and freedom.

An important component of these new processes is a
constructive gender policy. This should be based on
democratic principles, including qualities unique to the
East. The issue of increasing a woman's role in family
and society is a priority of the state, such that women's
emancipation processes in Uzbekistan and Karakalpakstan
are becoming more widespread. However, in spite of the
successes achieved, considerable difficulties continue to
hinder the resolution of women's issues, and they are
related not only to the complexity of the transition period
but also to the negative consequences of the colonial
and totalitarian past.

The religious ideology of women in Karakalpakstan
differs from that of women who live in other provinces
in Uzbekistan. This difference has both historic objective
and subjective sources.

First, many nationalities live in Karakalpakstan. Some
of them used to be nomads or semi-nomads, and this
fact substantially affects the level of religiosity of the
population.

Second, the present territory of Karakalpakstan was
a part of Khiva Khanate up to the end of 19t century
(until 1873), which also affected the religious outlook
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of the population, including women: in the southern
areas women adhere more strictly to the traditions of
Islam, than in the northern ones. After Karakalpakstan
was conquered by the Russian Empire, and during
the time of Stalin, representatives of other nations
and peoples were uprooted and deported to this
region.

Thirdly, the Karakalpaks preferred to live according
to their traditions and customs, rather than obeying the
laws of Islamic Shariyat." These traditions and customs
were not radically changed when the country was
conquered by Russia,2 as tsarist authorities were very
sensitive to local religious representatives.

Fourthly, the course and nature of women's religious
adherence were influenced by such initial conditions as
social and economic backwardness and the negative
influence of the colonial past. Given the difficulty in
differentiating between religious and ethnic relations,
the central authorities assumed a patronizing attitude
towards the Central Asian Republics, and issues of
women's emancipation were strongly ideologized and
politicized in Soviet policy. The Communist Party and
relevant authorities exercised total ideological control
over the population, and the political and historical
consciousness of many women was distorted. They were
not entitled to have free will, they were forced to hide
their religious beliefs, and quite often they were exposed
to national discrimination.

The Party and Soviet authorities thought it was very
Important to overcome so-called "women's religious
prejudices". Thus, at the beginning, the authorities tried
to carefully apply methods for engaging in propaganda
against religion, but gradually they displayed a growing
tendency to control this complicated area of women's
emancipation. It is quite natural that these factors and
the others affected women’s consciousness and their lives
both positively and negatively. It is interesting to study
the current situation.
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A lot has been done to resolve gender problems in
Karakalpakstan. Radical changes and amendments have
been added to the Election Legislation of the Republic
of Karakalpakstan in line with required standards. Thus,
according to the changes and amendments brought
about by Clause 22 of the Law of the Republic of
Karakalpakstan "On Elections to Zhokargy Kenes of
the Republic of Karakalpakstan” and to Clause 22 of
the Law of the Republic of Karakalpakstan "On
Elections to Regional and City Keneses of People's
Deputies"”, the share of women candidates should make
up 30% of the total number of candidates for Zhokargy
Kenes, as well as Regional and City Keneses of People's
Deputies. In accordance with these laws, the deputies
of Zhokargy Kenes of the Republic of Karakalpakstan
from different political parties nominated 9 women, and
64 women were nominated to be elected to Regional
and City Keneses of People's Deputies. As for the
qualitative structure of the women deputies who have
been elected to Zhokargy Kenes, and to Regional and
City Keneses of People's Deputies, they represent the
social sphere, agriculture, industry and entrepreneurship.

Complex measures are being carried out to protect
women's health, to form healthy families, to develop
women's and family sports and to promote a healthy
way of life. Problems related to women's employment,
improvement of their working and study conditions and
their involvement in enterprise activities are being
resolved.

Positions in kengashes of local public meetings and
advisers on religious enlightenment and spiritual/moral
education have been created in makhallas to broaden
the outlook and religious education of the population,
including women and children. These advising positions
are created in makhallas of more than 500 families.

At present 48 mosques and one madrasah operate in
Karakalpakstan. Classes for boys have been organized,
managed by the Muslim Kaziyat.
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At the same time, it should be noted that in general
the level of women's religiosity in Karakalpakstan is
rather low, and it seems they are not eager to practice
religion. Their mosque attendance is irregular — unless
they "had a bad dream", or experience failure in life, or
feel poorly.

It is interesting to note that some local people
participate in evangelical religious movements and
organizations. The largest of these is the Church
"Emmanuel” that belongs to the Christians of the Full
Gospel. It was registered in the Ministry of Justice of
the Republic of Karakalpakstan on 18th January 2002.
The representatives of this movement actively promoted
the ideas of this religious branch and gave gifts to the
population, including women and children. However,
as it turned out, the majority of local women and children
attended religious services of the Church "Emmanuel”
only because of these gifts. In the middle of 2005 the
activity of this organization was suspended in
accordance with a court decision. Unfortunately, some
other sectarian movements are also engaged in illegal
missionary activity in the Republic.

It seems to be necessary to devote more time to
studying the history of religion in the educational system,
as young people who are not aware of the basics of
Islam and other confessions may become involved in
different extremist religious organizations.

In order to improve the spiritual and moral education
of women, it is possible to make the following
recommendations:

1) Special courses and seminars (regional and
republican) should be organized to utilize the
professional skills of advisers on religious enlightenment
and spiritual/moral education, and also to develop and
publish a number of instruction manuals on organizing
work with the population, including women.

2) Regular meetings should be held with
representatives of law enforcement bodies, to inform
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people of their rights and obligations when they exercise
their rights to freedom of conscience.

3) Working conditions for advisers in makhallas should
be improved (provision with offices, office equipment,
etc.);

4; A number of specialist programs should be prepared
and broadcast on radio and TV to inform people about
the real objectives and purposes of different illegal religious
movements and groups.

5) Different clubs should be organized on the basis of
people's interests, including discos, youth forums,
conferences, etc in Nukus and in the regional centers.

6) Libraries should be provided with required literature.2

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Polygamy in Muslim Countries from a Historical
and Legal Perspective

The institution of polygamy in Muslim countries is a
subject which is simultaneously extremely interesting, and
also difficult to study.

It is interesting because, as through a magnifying glass,
it concentrates two traditional features of Muslim society:
legalized polygamy and the closeness of family relations.

The complexity of researching polygamy is obvious.
First, in Europe there are numerous prejudices, conjectures
and misconceptions which traditionally accompany the
theme of polygamy in Muslim countries. Second, the
institution of polygamy varies in organization and
existence among different peoples and at different times.

According to the authoritative history of the prophet,
made by Ahmad Faris Ar Razi, Mohammad «did not marry
others, until Hadidja, his first wife died"1 In other words,
for twenty four years (from the age of 25, when Muhammad
married Khadicha, and until her death, when the prophet
was 49 years old) the founder of the new religion lived in
a monogamous marriage. Muslim women did not always
willingly reconcile themselves to the introduction of a
husband, especially in a second marriage. The legend about
the daughter of Muhammad Fatime says: when she had
learned, that the husband had taken to himself a second
wife, "to appease the intimate pain, she ordered that glass
be ground and she covered the floor of the apartment
with it. She walked barefoot on the glass, but the pain in
her heart was not appeased. She did not feel the physical

pain, did not see the bloody stains on her legs, as her
heart poured bloody tears"2
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A curious argument for the benefit of the legalization of
polygamy was put forward in 1999 by the Ingush President
Ruslan Aushev: during war or any other accident, the
number of men is sharply and simultaneously reduced,
and polygamy, whether we recognize it officially or not,
becomes hardly a unique social mechanism for regulating
demographic processes3

However societies have not always been and will not
always be at war. S.N.Abashin, Russian ethnologist, having
analyzed the history of the institution of polygamy in
modern Central Asia, remarks that "even in a peaceful
society, in a normal peaceful time, polygamy has its basis".
Among such reasons he names childlessness of the first
wife, or the impossibility for her — because of illness or
old age — to run the household; the situation when a
man is often, and for lengthy periods, away from home;
at finally, vestiges of levirat, when a man has been obliged
to marry the widow of his deceased brother (i.e. she
becomes his second wife)4

It is necessary to take into account that in Muslim
countries there were no such institutions as the convents
and brothels found in Christian (and Buddhist) areas.
These institutions absorbed those segments of the female
population which were, for whatever reasons, unable to
create a family. In a situation when in Western Europe
or in the Far East a woman was compelled to enter a
nunnery (or, at the other extreme to be maintained as a
concubine, or to be engaged in prostitution), in the
Muslim countries she "was kept" within the family.

It is possible to notice that the life of many residents
of the big harems was at times not very different from
that of the convent: the governor might for years —
even for the rest of his life — not summon a concubine,
yet after she had even once shared a bed with him, she
no longer had the right to leave the harem. For example,
the former wives of Bukhara emirs did not marry again,
lived in the palace, and received financial support: a
woman who was intimate with "the master of devout",
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could not become the wife of a person of lower origin.
To tell the truth, as opposed to the nuns in a convent,
the dwellers of a harem, as a rule, were permitted to
settle with mothers or other close relatives (whose
maintenance was also paid).

On the other hand, the prospering slave trade in the
Near and Middle East not only provided a constant "market
of brides" (concubines), but also made the purchase of
concubines into some kind of capital investment. The Persian
and Arabian literature of the Middle Ages abounds with
stories of how during "hard times" some men were
compelled to sell their concubines.

Nevertheless, polygamy, apart from the necessity to
maintain all wives and concubines, also entailed legal
consequences for the man. First, he could take as wives no
more than four women; thus in shafiat — the legal school
of Islam — it was considered that a "slave", i.e. bought for
the purpose of marriage, could be only one wife5 Second,
having divorced one of his wives, he had no right to take
to himself a new wife until four months had passed. Thirdly,
he had no right to share his bed with more than one wife
at a time. As Islamic seminary students note, such relations,
even in the case of the consent of the wives, "are
inadmissible for two reasons. On the one hand, it is forbidden
to look on the aurat of the other woman (here the aurat is
considered the area from the waist down to knees). This is
mentioned in the hadith of the prophet, transferred by
Muslim at Termezi. And on the other hand, the inadmissibility
of such relations follows from the interdiction to report
intimate details. This interdiction in Islam is categorical,
and does not provide any exceptions, including for the
second wife"6

Finally, the husband is obliged to divide cohabitation
equally among the wives in a marriage, irrespective of the
length of time they have been married and of their pre-
marital social status. Thus, as well-known Maverannahr
fakih Burhaniddin al Margilani states, "the obligatory
uniform distribution of cohabitation on the part of the
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husband is simply a shared living situation, rather than
coition,, as the latter depends on the erection of the genital
member, and consequently, upon propensities not always
within the power of the spouse"7. Besides, each wife may
legally transfer her turn at coition to another wife8 or
otherwise refuse to spend time with the spouse, not depriving
him, nevertheless, of family dialogue.

It is typical that in the modern legislation of Muslim
countries, the legal interdiction on polygamy is frequently
proved also by the norms of Islam. For example, in the
Code on personal status accepted in 1956 in Tunis, the
interdiction on polygamy is proved by the fact that "this
interdiction does not contradict the norms of Shariyat as,
according to the Koran, polygamy cannot refer to all wives
equally: 'And you are never capable of being fair among
wives, even if you want to (the Koran: 4-128 (129)’.
Progressive perusal of this text has allowed it to be
interpreted in such a manner that Allah, allowing
polygamy, supplements it with the condition that it is
impossible to realize. Here the proof for the cancellation
of polygamy has also been found, as has been decreed by

Tunisian legislation™91

The Legal Status of Women in Uzbekistan

Pad sunt maxime contraria vis et injuria
(Violence and injustice are the greatest
enemies of peace)

Gaining state independence has become a point of no
return for Uzbekistan, as real democratic institutions have
been established since that time. For the first time, the
catalogue of basic individual rights and freedoms was
approved at the legislative level, and administrative/legal
conditions for their enjoyment were established. The
Constitution of the country was based on a key international
document — the General Declaration on Human Rights —
which determines the content of all national legal acts,
and also the relevant state programs that should be
implemented in this area. The efforts made by the leadership
of the country in the field of human rights are important,
as all complex state and legal phenomena are ultimately
centered on human rights, which are considered to be the
foundation and the crux of state and legal activity. Human
rights are a valuable guiding line, and it is possible to use
them as a "human measurement,” evaluating such
phenomena as the state, laws and legislation, because these
phenomena are considered to progress according to the
human rights situation, which depends on the degree to
which people exercise their natural rights.

During the process of comprehensive reform and the
creation of democratic values, the measures taken to
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protect women as a socially vulnerable category of the
population are of special importance. The respect and
protection of a woman's rights are the necessary conditions
for her freedom and equality, as well as being one of the
pillars of a legal society, where women's rights, as well as
human rights, are sacred and inalienable, and respect for
and protection of them are the key characteristics of the
state and of public life.

Uzbekistan has signed many international documents
related to women's rights, and the country consistently
iImplements its commitments under these documents in
national practice. It isvery important that Uzbekistan ratified
the Convention on Abolishing Discrimination against
Women. Clause 16 of the Convention includes the provision
that the state must take all necessary measures against the
discrimination against women with regard to marriage and
family relations.

It is necessary to note that the basis of modern
international law is the system of conventional international
legal standards based on the principles of universality,
indivisibility and inalienability of individual's rights and
freedoms. The implementation of international legal
standards in the field of human rights, and in particular
women's rights, and the commitment of the state to the
above-stated principles are indicators of the level of
democracy in the country. When we speak about such
values as women's rights and children's rights, it is necessary
to avoid referring to such things as particular mentality,
cultural relativity, historical and religious features. We have
to approach these international legal standards as standards.
If the country is going to "defend" itself by means of its
own cultural relativity, religious and mental characteristics,
the term "international standards of human rights" becomes
meaningless.

The positive aspect of the specific mentality may be
taken into account, for example, in the use of the institution
of reconciliation. But it is necessary to precisely distinguish
between domestic violence and simple physical injury.
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The independence of Uzbekistan has fostered the natural
growth of national consciousness, and the respect for
national culture and traditions. This is a positive factor in
the life of any society. But this factor may have another
side. For example, at present there is a growing tendency
to revive religious - patriarchal traditions concerning woman.
Some people want to enclose her in family life only, to
assign her a traditional role as home-keeper. It is well-
known that these tendencies may negatively affect both
women and society as a whole.

Ancient philosophers stated that the level of civilization
and fairness of any society can be measured by its attitude
to woman. However, a woman's social status always depends
on many factors, such as natural, biological, social, political
and religious ones. Let woman herself choose her path of
relations with God, religious practices and various doctrines.
This is a matter of her conscience, and the state must
provide believers with equal rights with non-believers or
provide equal rights to representatives of all confessions.
The domestic legislation of all democratic states must be
aimed at strengthening this principle. It is quite natural
that these rules cannot be applied to totalitarian sects and
extremist organizations which are dangerous to the
individual and society. The freedom of conscience or speech
may be limited, if it is legally proven that any confession,
sect or organization has an inhuman character that threatens
individual health, people's consciousness, public safety and
the state system.

At present the situation related to religion and confession
IS improving. Society is ready to recognize that people are
entitled to have the right to freedom of conscience, and
this is an inalienable condition for a satisfying life.

The Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan includes
provisions that protect women's rights. Clause 18 of the
Constitution prohibits any forms of discrimination based
on gender, ethnicity, etc. Women and men have equal
rights: this is the message of Clause 46 of the Main Law.
The Family Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan includes
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all the provisions of this constitutional clause. In particular,
Clause 2 of the Family Code states that family relations
must be regulated on the basis of the freedom for both the
man and woman to choose a spouse, and the equality of
the individual and property rights of spouses. Family
problems must be solved on the basis of mutual consent;
education of children must be a priority; parents must take
care of their children’s well-being and development; the
rights and interests of minors and disabled family members
must be protected. The given norm also reflects the
provisions of Clause 23 of the International Treaty on Civil
and Political Rights that declares the priority of mutual
consent for entry into marriage, and also of equal rights
and duties within marriage.

The Labor Code of Uzbekistan contains legal guarantees
which provide protection for women's rights. It is
prohibited for women to engage in difficult and dangerous
labor (over 460 work categories) and to work at night.
Special attention is given to pregnant women and women
with children under three years old: it is prohibited to
involve them in overtime work at night or to send them
on business trips without their consent.

The legislation of Uzbekistan related to motherhood
and childhood protection is notably advanced in
comparison with similar laws of the majority of developing
countries. The motherhood benefit is equal to 100% of
the amount of salary, and it does not depend on the length
of service. Women are paid from the 30th week of
pregnancy, and they are paid for the next 12 months.
Mothers with children under the age of two are given
monthly benefits that exceed the minimal wage, and they
are also entitled to the right to unpaid vacation to take
care of children until they are three years old. Women
may retire at the age of 55, and mothers with many children
may retire at the age of 50.

The Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan
includes clauses that ensure punishment for committing
crimes against women: rape (Clause 118); violent
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satisfaction of sexual needs in an unnatural form (Clause
119); forced liaison (Clause 121); forced abortion (Clause
115); sexual intercourse with a person under 16 years of
age (Clause 128); lascivious actions taken against infants
(Clause 129); forced marriage or prohibition of marriage
(Clause 136); infringement of citizens' equality (Clause
141); infringement of the right to work (Clause 148); and
polygamy (Clause 126).

The court is the key national mechanism for protecting
women's rights in the Republic of Uzbekistan. Everyone is
entitled to have the right to judicial protection and freedom.
Everyone is entitled to appeal to the court and to make a
complaint about illegal actions of state bodies, officials
and public associations. In our country there is a specialized
system of courts: there are autonomous criminal and civil
courts. The Constitution and the Law of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On Courts" ensure the equal rights of women
and men in the area of the law and the courts. However,
women are entitled to certain privileges in the sphere of
criminal judiciary proceedings. Thus, in line with Clause 51
of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the
death penalty is not applied to women. Moreover, the
Administrative Criminal Code provides additional rights
for convicted pregnant women and women with children,
and it allows women sentenced to imprisonment to live
outside punishment facilities.

At present it is difficult to overestimate the importance
of the special program "National Action Platform for
Improving the Position of Women in Uzbekistan and
Increasing the Importance of Their Role in Society" that
has been adopted in our country. This program determines
the general strategy and priority areas of state policy in
relation to women, and it is aimed at implementing the
principle of equal rights and freedom, and providing equal
opportunities for women and men in accordance with the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan and international
commitments and recommendations made by the IVth
World Conference on Women's Status "Actions in the
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Interests of Equality, Development and Peace", on the real
socio-economic situation in modern Uzbekistan.

The National Action Platform assumes collaborative
efforts of the government, legislature, state and public
organizations, and civil sector to increase women's activity
in the area of developing a democratic society.

The Decrees of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan "On Measures to Enhance Women's Role in
State and Public Construction”, "On Strengthening State
Social Aid to Families with Children”, "On Measures to
Strengthen the Social Security of Families with Children™
and many other subordinate legislative acts are of great
importance. The government of the Republic of Uzbekistan
carries out women's protection policy through mobilizing
them to actively participate in all spheres of social life,
strengthening their role in public and state construction,
and involving them in governing the state on the basis of
these statutory acts. The state policy connected to improving
woman's social status is irreversible.

It is necessary to take into account the socio-economic
situation in the country —as well as the traditions, customs
and values that have been developed for centuries — as
these are the most important conditions that determine the
effectiveness of the efforts made in the field of women's
rights, and in any reforming sector, as well. In this sense
Islam has particular significance. Many of its points coincide
with such national values as fairness, freedom, independence
and philanthropy. Islam glorifies woman, and calls for
respect and care for her. Woman in Shariyat acts as the
ideal for ethical harmony, moral perfection and ethics, and
she is worthy of homage. The Koran regulates the role and
functions of woman in various spheres of public, family
and private life. The fourth surah is called "Nisa,” which
means "Woman" in the Arabic language. Moreover, there
are many ayats in the other surahs that are also devoted to
woman. They include ideas of humanity, homage to woman
and ideas of her dependence on man, on polygamy and her
individual life.
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Islam has significantly influenced Uzbek society. To a
certain degree this tendency is evident now, but it is not
dominant. At present the freedom of conscience and
confession is guaranteed in the Republic, but, at the same
time, religion is separated from the state. This is in line
with the historical choice which was made by the people
of Uzbekistan on the eve of state independence. The people
made the decision to build a lawful state and civil society
focused on the values pertinent to the secular state.

In this context it is quite natural to establish such public
institutions as the "makhalla" that plays an important
role in resolving many conflicts that emerge in families:
preventing divorces, preventing thoughtless attitudes of
spouses to marriage, family and children's upbringing,
and protecting women's interests after divorce. At the
same time it is impossible for Uzbekistan to accept any
kind of discrimination on the basis of religion, such as
polygamy or the exclusive right of the spouse to divorce
on the basis of "talyak", as well as constraints on some
civil and political rights of women. Although Uzbek society
tends to lean towards Islamic culture as a whole, it focuses
on secular legal culture. And the introduction of some
Islamic components in legislation generated under secular
law does not deny the secular character of the state.

During its 52nd session, held in 2002, the United Nations
Commission on Human Rights passed Resolution 2002/
52 on eradicating violence against women. It urgently
calls on country members to observe the Convention
related to abolishing all kinds of women's discrimination;
to condemn violence against women and not to refer to
any customs, traditions or practices based on religion or
culture. It is necessary to implement these commitments
related to the eradication of violence; to redouble efforts
to develop and/or take relevant measures in the fields of
legislation, education, in the social sphere and other areas
regarding the prevention of violence against women,
including passing and enforcing laws, information
dissemination, ensuring active participation of interested
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parties in communities and vocational training of people
who will be able to work for legal, judicial and medical
bodies through developing and widening support services;
and to develop, implement and promote action plans for
eradicating violence against women at all levels under
the Declaration on Eradicating Violence against Women,
in particular, and in line with similar regional documents,
as well.

Having analyzed the situation for 10 years since the
previous Conference in Nairobi, the World Conference on
Women' Status, held in Beijing, came to a rather pessimistic
conclusion. It turns out that women's position has not
improved since that Conference, and in spite of earlier
optimistic assumptions the situation has even worsened.
The reasons for this phenomenon were enumerated. The
most important one is that the current women's rights
protection mechanism does not effectively operate both at
international and national levels. The UN Declaration on
Eradicating Violence against Women states that it "is the
evidence of vested unequal relations between men and
women which has resulted in domination over women and
discrimination against women by men", and that "violence
against women is one of the basic social mechanisms
through which women are forced to hold a subordinated
position in comparison with men".

Despite lacking a specialist monitoring system to monitor
the dynamics of violence against women in Uzbekistan,
there is still random statistical data and other evidence.
Unfortunately, women's applications to law enforcement
bodies about the violence committed against them are not
always effective. The established reconciliation institution
is skillfully used by uncaring husbands. It is quite obvious
that it i1s necessary to take a different approach to
reconciliation affairs, and to hold a scientific/practical
conference of lawyers. Moreover, in order to more effectively
implement the provisions of the Convention on abolishing
all kinds of discrimination against women, it is necessary
to pass a law of the Republic of Uzbekistan on preventing
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family violence in line with model legislation approved by
the General Assembly of the United Nations in which all
kinds of violence are precisely defined. This prevents any
ambiguous interpretation of this term and ensures that
women are protected against violence at the legislative
level. The inclusion of acts of violence against women in
the sphere of legislative regulation must be accompanied
by the implementation of measures to enforce the law and
provide active support of the authorities.

Citizens are entitled to be given reliable information
about factors influencing their health, as is stated in Clause 15
of the Law of Republic of Uzbekistan "On Citizens' Health
Care", and it is possible to consider that this law ensures a
woman's right to reproductive health. However, a detailed
examination of the law shows that it unfortunately describes
no real mechanism for implementing appropriate rights
and guarantees. Therefore, we think it is expedient to pass
a new law on the reproductive health of women.

Not only the authorities but non-governmental
organizations as well, and not only public institutions but
also citizens should initiate changes at the international,
state and local levels. It is necessary to carry out international
agreements, to pass or cancel relevant laws, to establish
systems to protect and support victims of violence; but,
first of all, it is necessary to change habitual attitudes,
prejudices and social mentalities that foster violence against
women.

The world community has recently responded sharply to
all infringements of women's rights. These issues are
frequently included in the agenda of General Assembly of
the United Nations, relevant sections of reports produced
by ECOSOS and decisions made by the GA. It is accepted
to divide human rights into basic and jus cogens in the
realm of international law. This approach, in our opinion, is
not adequate today. For many years, many countries have
refused to provide the equal rights to women and men due
to this theory. And this is in spite of the fact that rights of
a woman as a human being are secured by the General
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Declaration on Human Rights and the other international
documents, and they have considered to be basic for a
long period of time.

Independent Uzbekistan has not inherited gender issues
directly from traditional society; for 74 years, they were
under the influence of the socialist system and, therefore,
they were considerably changed under the Communist party
and Marxist-Leninist ideology. The idea of gender equality
Is formally accepted in Uzbek society, and it is implemented
in practice despite some pseudo-Islamic ideas. In
Uzbekistan, woman has gradually become an active
participant in the socio-political processes, and she is
capable of competing with man. It is possible to say that
women are aware of the importance and urgency of their
self-determination in the niches of society. They are aware
that it is necessary to protect their rights, and they are
eager and able to legally hold their own interests.

Unfortunately, in Uzbekistan as well as in the other
countries of the former Soviet Union, there are some
negative tendencies connected, first of all, with the
involvement of women in criminal groups, including
terrorist ones, and in commercial sex; statistics show that
women make up the majority of victims of such antihuman
phenomena as human trafficking. In our opinion, the
reason for this lies in the totality of factors that form the
social image of woman: she is socially more vulnerable
than man, she is determined to find a way out of a crisis
economic situation and to generate, income, even
dubiously; she has a stronger feeling that she is responsible
for children. Many more of these factors have emerged
during the period of transition. All kinds of "dealers" —
suppliers of female bodies and female labor — skillfully
take advantage of the situation.

Problems related to human trafficking are solved
differently in different countries. In the case of Uzbekistan,
Clause 135 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Uzbekistan does not meet the current realities, and it is
Impossible to prevent women's trafficking or punish their

traffickers. The victims of violence and traffic remain
unprotected, and traders of people are not punished.

The involvement of women in the criminal activity of
certain groups, including terrorism, deserves special
assessment. The ideological vacuum which emerged after
the disintegration of the USSR has aggravated the struggle
for the "mind and consciousness” of the population of
Central Asian countries. The persecution of Islamic
preachers and the lack of a professional approach to
disseminating Islam have resulted in a situation in which
people who live in this huge area and are not well aware of
the true canons of Islam have been considered to be "tidbits"
for pseudo-Islamic movements. There has been a special
focus on women. Some women "joined" Islam because of
their hopeless socio-economic situation; others because of
spiritual wounds due to familial and social violence. Maybe
they searched for consolation and peace in religion. The
people, especially women, have a genetic predisposition to
Islam in this region.

It is necessary to note that this predisposition dictates
the necessity of searching for the most expedient form of
social development, combining both secular and Islamic
values. It is a long process, and it depends on many factors
— perhaps it is even a never-ending process. At present,
active work to raise the level of legal and cultural
consciousness and develop democratic and secular values
iIs being carried out in Uzbekistan, and the results will
positively impact on women's rights.

Moreover, it is expedient to further develop the quota
mechanism for women that was successfully applied during
the last election to the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of
Uzbekistan. Developing and taking further measures in this
area will offer real guarantees that women will exercise
their rights, will become more active, and will improve

their social status.
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Evolution of the Sociopolitical Status
of Woman in Uzbekistan

Women make up fifty three percent of the inhabitants
of the Earth. The different problems relating to relations
between the sexes are indeed relevant. Of special interest
Is the issue of the equality of women and men, which
has had a long history. Society needed to pass through
several stages of development before this equality began
to take on real characteristics.

Uzbekistan and its history are part of world civilization.
The leading religion in the pre-Islamic period in Central
Asia was Zoroastrianism, which granted the female as
much importance as the male. In the ancient epic
literature produced by the peoples of Central Asia, such
as "Alpomish"™ and "Forty girls", women were equal to
men, and they did not yield to men in terms of strength
and courage.

Women play an important role in the hierarchy of
Islamic values. For example, in many surahs and ayats of
the Koran, the man's key role is to take care of and
protect a woman. As is known, the same is determined in
Shariyat, which is the basis and source of Muslim law
(al-phikha).

As for the history of women in Central Asia, the first
mention of the significant role of women in the public
life of Turkestan is in the description of the revolt in 1916.
After that, specialist and general schools, courses and
cultural-educational facilities were established for girls
and women from 1918 onwards.

In Tashkent in 1918 the Turkestan Public University
was established, and in 1922 the Turkestan Branch of the
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Moscow University for Oriental Students, where about
350 students — including 50 girls — studied.

At that time, the local party and state bodies focused
on the issue of separating Islamic women from their
religion. However, female religiosity had a strong
foundation, as from time immemorial a woman's life was
regulated by Islamic norms and traditions. It was unrealistic
to attempt to liquidate its influence in a short period of
time, at one stroke.

In the beginning of the 1920s there were women's
departments which carried out their activities regarding
the daily lives of women who belonged to local ethnic
groups and local traditions. But the natural development
process did not correspond to the requirements of the
totalitarian regime, and, unfortunately, the process of
women's emancipation was enforced without taking into
consideration the ethics and traditions that had
developed for centuries.

The members of the Communist Party were required
to lead the movement "Khudjum". Husbands brought
out their wives and publicly removed their parandjas
and burnt them — but on the next day they would
make their wives put them on again. The XIVth Plenum
of the Cenral Asian Bureau (October, 1927) resolved to
punish men for this behavior, even dismissing them from
the Party. But old customs died hard. In Kirghizia, for
instance, after the revolution, 18 out of 258 officials
paid bride money (redemption-fee for a bride) at their
marriages, three people married by right of succession
(after a relative's death), and two men had two wives
eachl Threats and punishments were frequently
administered instead of patient persuasion and
education. Moreover, the Soviets missed the opportunity
to work with men in this area, carrying out propaganda
work exclusively among women.

The movement "Khudjum" was widely enacted, and
there was a competition between Uzbekistan and
Turkmenistan regarding the number of emancipated
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women. This is known historically as "the agreement
of millions".

Such psychological and religious pressure upon
women left bloody traces. While "Khudjum" was being
implemented, over 2500 women among members of
women's departments and managers of clubs and libraries
were assassinated in 1927-1928 in Uzbekistan alone.
Those events were not sufficiently considered, and they
were so hastily enacted that these actions caused hostile
attitudes among some people towards the policy of the
government —which, moreover, regarded any resistance
to women's emancipation as criminal activity instigated
by the clergy.

However, the historic facts reveal the real attitude of
the progressive members of the clergy. On the whole,
they approved of the emancipation of women but, at
the same time, they thought it was necessary to provide
religious education to women on a regular basis. Leading
religious figures wanted to collaborate with public
organizations in the area of emancipating women and
even endeavored to organize "women's departments,”
but their good intentions were ignored by Party and
Soviet officials.

In fact, the struggle for the emancipation of women
was not of a class character but was ideological. To
promote propaganda work, mosques were chosen, and
mullahs were forced to promise in written form "to
emancipate their wives". Such violent measures damaged
the very women's movement that was aimed at
educating them.

Subsequently, the mistakes and distortions in this
sphere were recognized, and the administrative methods
used were strictly condemned. A number of laws on
women's social protection were passed.

Despite this, in Soviet times the issue of the equality
of women and men retained a formal character. For
example, the quota of women's participation in public
life or in the Party was approved by the top
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administration. At the same time, the feudal-patriarchal
system continued to be supported in practice.

Now we are going to consider the status of women
in today's Uzbekistan in more detail. In line with the
Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the
conventional principles and norms of international law
are incorporated into the foundations of democratic
transformation and political-legal reforms. One of
these principles considers gender equality as a key
guarantor of stability in society and of the sustainability
of democratic processes.

This issue remains in the focus of the country's
leadership and the public. Women are entitled to have
equal rights with men in all areas of state, economic,
political and cultural life. This concerns such
constitutional rights as the right to elect and be
elected to all bodies of state power, the right to equal
pay, and the rights to education, recreation and social
security that meet conventional international
standards.

There is a network of public organizations that are
directly or indirectly involved in the issues of women
in the Republic, among which the Women's Committee
of Uzbekistan is particularly important.

At present, women in Uzbekistan work in many
branches of the national economy. For instance, they
make up 52% of employees in industry, 70% in the
national education system, and 73% of workers in the
public health care system. Women also play a notable
role in the sphere of small and medium businesses.
They make up about 10% of businesspeople who own
private firms operating in different sectors of
production and services.

The Universal Human Rights Declaration and the
international treaties "On Civil and Political Rights”, and
also "On Social, Economic and Cultural Rights" typify a
number of international documents in the field of human
rights which apply both universally and regionally.
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Uzbekistan, as a country on the path towards
democratic reforms which recognizes the priority of
international law, has integrated these international norms
into national legislation.

In line with this, the state program "On Measures to
be Taken in 1999 to Enhance the Role of Women in
Family, State and Public Spheres, and to Improve the
Protection of their Legal, Social, Economic and Spiritual
Interests” was approved in Uzbekistan. The Resolution
of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan
"On Additional Measures for Supporting Families with
Many Children and Needy Families Building Individual
Houses" was issued on 3rd September, 1999. A National
Action Plan for improving the position of women in
Uzbekistan, an Action Plan for implementing the
provisions of the Convention "On Abolishing All Forms
of Women's Discrimination” and a Program for Improving
the Reproductive Health and Medical Culture of Young
Families, Girls and Women have been developed. And in
2004 the Decree of the President of Republic of
Uzbekistan "On Additional Measures to be Taken to
Support the Activity of the Women's Committee of
Uzbekistan” and the relevant Resolution of the Cabinet
of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan were issued.

In total, during the period of independence, over 70
laws and resolutions concerning the rights and privileges
of women have been passed in the Republic.

The National Action Plan for improving the situation
of women in Uzbekistan is aimed at abolishing
discrimination against women on the basis of gender.

A number of events to improve legal protection for
women and to strengthen their role in society have taken
place within the framework of the Government Program
aimed at supporting the interests of women in Uzbekistan.
Conditions for strengthening the health of mothers and
children, as well as the active participation of women in
Public and economic life, have been set. In particular,
the new wording of the Law "On Elections to the Oliy
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Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan™ has made women
more active in pre-election campaigns and has increased
their representation in the Legislative Chamber of the
Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

"The further intensification of the processes of the
democratization of society and the state, ensuring their
consistency and effectiveness assumes... ensuring the
norms of democracy, the freedoms of thought and
conscience, pluralism and human rights; the priority of
the principle ‘to live in accordance with humanitarian
and universal values'.

It is possible to say that the attitude of society to
woman — ensuring her full participation in all spheres
of social life, without any exceptions, is among these

values.

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The Koran and Women

The problem of gender in Islam is one of the
contentious aspects of its perception, not only in the
ordinary sense, but also in the academic sense. If for
some people the problem of gender is a source of moral
condemnation (paranja, laws of Shariyat, polygamy, etc.),
for others it's an oriental exotic, while for still others —
an ideal, a basis of moral education for future generations.
But for all the attention paid by researchers to the destiny
of religion in the modern world, above all in connection
with the crisis of religious institutions, their adaptation
to modern conditions and the transformation of religious
consciousness, the phenomenon of gender in religion
remains, in essence, unexplored. Though the analysis
of problems of gender has become one of the
characteristic features of the modern era, nevertheless,
the given theme has not yet received sufficient coverage
in philosophical literature. In this connection, we shall
try to analyze the relation of Islam to gender questions
not from a position of religion, but from a position of
those with a secular outlook.

When the question is related to research on the
intersection of gender, ethnic and religious identification,
complexities are doubled. Probably, we will not manage
to completely overcome our own biases. It is necessary
to transfer conversation to the constructive channel of
the search for objective tendencies, for a formulation of
ideas which would truly allow the situation to be
influenced. Diverting public opinion from the real essence
°f Islam, by switching attention to purposefully created
Images of the enemy, does not solve a problem, but
generates new ones.
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The position of women in Islam is a traditional point
of criticism of this religion on the part of atheists, liberally
adjusted politicians, postmodernist secular persons and
representatives of other religious faiths. Unfortunately,
the polemic about the place of women in Islam is
conducted, as a rule, not from scientific, but from critical
positions. In fact, in many points of the religious doctrine
about the place of women in the world, traditional Islam
IS much closer to Judaism and to Christianity, than, say,
to liberal humanism or secularism. So, for example, the
culture of women covering their heads is found in all
monotheistic religions. In our opinion, before speaking
about the problem of women in Islam, it is necessary,
first, to realize how clear and close the Koran is to modern
women; second, to look at the Koran, taking into account
the life experience of women, and excluding the
stereotype of the interpretation of the Koran created by
men; thirdly, to reject the position of analyzing gender
problems in Islam as phenomena of the political order;
fourthly, to try to avoid postmodernist secularism; fifthly,
to refuse to attempt the creation of a uniform anti-Islamic
front of non-Muslims; sixthly, to try to reject that
political Islam, which has become an ideology and a
tool in the hands of unscrupulous politicians; seventhly,
to see in Islam an Abrahamic monotheism, i.e. a logical
continuation of both Judaism and Christianity. In fact,
nobody can call himself/herself a Muslim without
recognizing Moses or Jesus as great prophets of the Single
God. This brings attention to the question of the efficiency
of dialogue among these religions, and removes the
problem of conflict among them, which has lasted for
centuries, and brings no benefit to representatives of
these religions; eighth, to approach critically the position
of those western politicians who have transformed Islamic
belief into an ideology of terrorism, anti-humanism,
violence and wars. It is obvious that flashes of religious
xenophobia and, in a literal sense, a monstrous image of
Islam in mass consciousness coincide with a rather clear
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understanding by the European and American religious
elite of the reality of an exchange of spiritual and material
values, and equally with respect to achievements of a
"hostile™ civilization in the field of culture. Ninth - to
abandon the prison of religious and ethnic fanaticism,
irreconcilability, cruelty, etc. In this sphere also there
are conditions for dialogue between modern religions
that, probably, will reduce the conflict-prone nature of
our epoch.

An analysis of the problem of women in Islam, in view
of the above-stated theses, results in the denial of some
existing conclusions on this theme. Moreover, if one were
to analyze the Koran itself, instead of its interpretations,
one could draw the correct conclusion anyhow, based
on the ancient rules and principles stated in the surahs
and ayats of this book. In fact, they arose under particular
circumstances, expressing a direct connection with the
phenomena of time. Nevertheless, all messages, found
reflected in the Koran are not limited in space and in
time. The researcher should understand the sense of what
was stated in antiquity, determining thus its validity for
the modern person.

Such an approach inevitability results in the idea of
"equality"”, and Islam's attitude towards it. For certain,
the majority of men had to hear, and at times, to believe,
that woman represents the "lowest" and "unequal”
creature in comparison with man. Such extreme outlooks
and belief deform the real position of the woman in
society specified in the Koran.

Let us note, that both to Islam, and to Christianity,
especially to Orthodoxy, the currently popular idea of
general equality is deeply alien. Nevertheless, this does
not mean that existing distinctions between men and
women have any relation to their natural characters. In
surah "Women", ayat 1, it is said: "Oh people! Fear your
Cod, who created you from one soul, and created from it
a couple unto it, and from them has distributed many
nien and women".
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So, according to the doctrine of the Koran, the first
person, and his/her spouse are created from one substance
— "soul" —in the universe. The Koran proves the point
of view, according to which both the woman and the
man are identical in essence. This means, that woman
was not created from any humiliating "left rib" of the
first man, and she arises not thanks to his material
substance, but is created as non-material, an ideal,
otherwise released from matter. But the expiration of the
soul from released, transcendental beginnings is not a
casual act, not Adam's whim, and not the act of his
success, but an act, caused by the existence of a
corresponding soul — the soul of the woman.

This does not mean that the Koran does not recognize
anatomic distinctions between man and woman, and,
recognizing their uniform essence, thus determines
frameworks of natural equality and, especially, the
equality of man and woman. However, all this is not so
simple here. Recognizing the anatomic distinctions of
divine creation, the Koran also recognizes that man and
woman (according to their gender) should adhere to
allowable behavior, according to distinctions between
them, and to the culture to which they belong. These
distinctions play an important role as far as cultural values
are observed. Thus, it would be illogical, if in the Koran
nothing were said about the recognition of cultural and
behavioral distinctions between man and woman.

In the Koran there are also no attempts to display
nihilism concerning the existing difference between man
and woman, or to delete social gender foundations, which
allow each social order to favorably exist and realize its
own needs. In effect, the purpose of the Koran consists
in the construction of complementary relations between
man and woman. The role of the single, both for the man
and for the woman, is not proposed and not supported in
the Koran, as in any culture.

As the Koran admits, man and woman have their own
roles in a society. However, there is no concrete
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instruction about the social role of man and woman
within the framework of any culture. The presence of
such definitions would reduce the Koran to a concrete
cultural group of people, thus having limited its
importance. The Koran suggests remaining transcendental
in time and space.

The differences and functions of gender promote the
formation of perceptions about due moral behavior in a
given society. As the Koran is some kind of a moral
manual, it comprises principles, which should be observed
by members of a society, irrespective of sexual attributes.
Nevertheless, the real fact is also that, in the days of the
appearance of the Koran in Arabia, in the VII century,
Arabs adhered to false concepts and representations about
women, and made dissolute acts towards them, which
were later banned by judicial interdictions, if they were
directly related to this culture.

Some acts, usual for that time, were so nasty that
there were unequivocally and immediately forbidden:
child murder, the sexual harassment and rape of —slave
girls, the refusal to transfer inheritance to women. Other
acts were reconsidered and modified, as, for example,
polygamy, compelled divorce, domestic violence and
illegitimate cohabitation, and the maintenance of
mistresses. Concerning other customs, the Koran,
apparently, has taken a neutral position: social patriarchy,
matrimonial patriarchy, economic hierarchy, and the
division of labor between man and woman within the
framework of the family.

Islam is inherently deeply hierarchic with regard to
such customs: Jabrail and the prophet, man and woman,
priest and layman, rich and poor, ultimately any member
of a community should know his or her place in the
hierarchy. Proceeding from this hierarchy, people are
not so equal in rights, and they are equally responsible.
They are equally obliged to realize themselves as persons,
as images of God, to correspond to the Divine plan for
humanity. The hierarchy in Islam provides another degree
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of responsibility and other types of duties, instead of
constantly extending the circle of rights and privileges
for each level.

The extent to which a person manages to realize
himself/herself as a Divine image in this life determines
how high a position will be reached in the next life.
Islam is not hierarchic in specific questions, because it is
personalized, and so-called equality and obligatory
equation depersonalizes the person. In fact, as the history
of Protestantism shows, having lost their hierarchical
worldview, Protestants reduced the church hierarchy. As
a result, western thinking has been compelled to recognize
that all human individuals are equal according to rights,
duties and opportunities.

Hierarchic outlook in Islam means that for each person
there is a particular role, intended only by Allah. To
realize himself/herself in this role is the meaning of life.
According to the Koran, the hierarchy represents the
plan for this world, in which the originality of each person,
on the one hand, is taken into account, and on the other
hand, the organic and harmonious relationships with other
persons and their general unity is not disrupted. The
hierarchy overcomes both the impasse of a sectarian
collectivism, and the impasse of relativistic individualism.

Let us note that the system of restrictions on each
member of a society within the framework of a scale of
ranks under certain conditions is caused by citations
from the basic positions of the Koran and the subsequent
distribution of these principles — by means of various
cultural features and norms, subject to significant changes
through subsequent interpretation. The mechanism of
realizing a principle, in reality, in conditions of a certain
society, can be executed only by its members, in view of
the variety of cultural features of that society, where it is
expected that this or that principle can be recognized as
comprehensible.

Having noted the substantive provisions for equal
liabilities in the Koran, we shall turn now to the problem of
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polygamy, which is the object of a different sort of protest,
and the rigid accusations of the West that Islam preserves
the tradition of humiliating women. This question includes
a number of negative representations about Islam, especially
related to the position of women and their rights in society.
This problem for non-Muslims has become a symbol of
the severe subordination of the woman in relation to the
man, the infringements of her rights and freedom.

It has been historically proven that polygamy, since the
most ancient times, has been widespread in many human
societies. As we have already remarked, the custom of
polygamy existed in Arabia even before the Koran. Taking
into account developed traditions, the Koran does not
forbid polygamy at all: "And if you are afraid, that it will
not be fair to orphans, then marry those women that are
pleasant to you — whether two, or three, or four" (surah
"Women", ayat 3).

So, the Koran officially supports polygamy, but does
not consider this variant as ideal. The quantity of wives
Is limited to four, and it is authorized only under particular
preconditions, namely: under concrete historical
conditions; for objective social and moral reasons;
proceeding from obligations of the community and each
Muslim in relation to orphans and widows; under the
numerical prevalence of women over men, to achieve a
quantitative balance between them; for the restriction of
sexual freedom — prostitution, illegitimate sexual
connections, homosexuality, lesbianism, etc.; the
improvement of the moral condition of society; the social
and financial protection of vulnerable strata of society,
etc.

And the chief aspect is the strict observance of the
condition of fairness to the wives, and equality among
them.

According to the Koran, the strong-willed efforts of
people should be directed towards the creation of social
justice, towards a society which celebrates an originally
Muslim way of life. From here the correct behavior of a
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person — justice in relation to other people and above
all to members of the family — should be expressed
mainly in the tendency to observe, maintain and, preserve
all that "is given" to them from birth by Allah, all that
He has determined for them. Infringement of this "gift
to man", or any attempt at such is an infringement of the
will of Allah: a heavy sin; and, on the contrary, its strict
observance earns the favor of Allah.

The justice of Allah consists not in that He determines
for each person their vital share, equal to the share of
others, but that, whatever it is, He never thus "offends"
anybody, "does not oppress”, "does not create violence":
"Indeed, Allah is not unfair to people in anything, but
people are unfair to themselves!" (surah "Yunus", ayat
45). But this exactly coincides with the essence of a
secular society!

Thus, if we take a man who "is unfair" to himself and
others, can he be equally fair to all wives? Moreover, a
person is such a mysterious, inexplicable creation, that
those secrets which cannot be fully revealed neither by
science, philosophy nor religion — and such qualities as
envy, hatred, jealousy, vanity, egoism, etc., incorporated
in his essence and soul — will they allow him to fully
realize a higher divine justice?

Let us imagine the most perfect man appeared, and
strictly observed all conditions of divine justice, which is
impossible. Could all his wives among themselves observe
the maximum principles of divine justice? Certainly, not!
It is obvious, that men are incapable of fairness concerning
their wives. The Koran in ayat 128 of the same surah
"Women" answers these questions, and specifies: "And
you are never capable of being fair among wives, though
you wish to".

Hence, we come to the logical conclusion, that a
person does not have the power to observe all the
conditions of fairness, and should not break the
precepts of Allah. This is, in a way, Allah's decree on
monogamy. Moreover, polygamy in Islam demands
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mutual consent. Nobody has the right to force a woman
to marry a married man, and the first wife can refuse
consent to the husband to take a second wife.
Nevertheless, in all Muslim countries polygamy is a
usual occurrence, and, in our opinion, is not a violation
of divine precepts, but only replaces those extramarital
affairs which are so widespread in the West. In other
words, the majority of men in Muslim countries, having
several wives, search for a justification in religion.
Ostensibly, they act "as a true Muslim" operating
within the framework of divine laws, while actually
searching, above all, for "the means to justify the
ends".

Finally, it is necessary to throw light on the issue
of who has the opportunity to enter a polygamous
marriage in the Muslim world. As research has shown,
those with access to authority and to financial and
material resources have two or more wives. In this
connection there is a legitimate question — how fair
Is this as an implementation of divine conditions?

Let's consider now the important question of the
problem of childbirth. As the basic distinctive
characteristic of a woman is her ability to give birth,
it has been determined to be her paramount task —
but, in turn, has also played a negative role. In the
opinion of those around her, a woman, ostensibly, is
capable only of being a mother; thus all education
and training of the woman should be subordinated to
one purpose —to be a devoted wife and ideal mother.

But in the Koran there is no mention that childbirth is
the "paramount” task of the woman. There is no evidence
that motherhood is an exclusive social role for woman.
This merely shows the fact that only women (though,
certainly, not all women) are adapted for childbirth, and
this function becomes paramount only in relation to the
continuation of mankind.

However, this does not prevent a woman from being
only a mother. The Koran attaches to this special
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significance, calling for reverence, compassion and
estimation of the critical decision to preserve the human
race.

There is another exclusive function, but only for the
man. Both men, and women are blessed with divine
messages of good fortune, as recipients of divine
revelation, but in the Koran there is no single example
of a woman with the responsibility of prophecy, as only
men were always selected for this mission. Prophets were
always selected from the destitute and poor layers of a
society, and from among men.

If women had been elected for this mission, using in
society the privilege of the weak, most likely, the
performance of this sacred mission would have ended in
failure. This strategy represents the efficient transfer of
the divine message, but does not assert any preference
for men at all.

Alongside these two examples of functional differences
of man and woman, other functions should comprise the
valid and potential participation of both sexes.
Nevertheless, as has already been noted, in the Koran
there is a hierarchy and a wide spectrum of functional
differences among people. The following questions must
be asked: what is the value of functional differences
between individuals? Are differences and values
functional; do they respond to the values of men and
women in a concrete society? Are these values based on
the Koran or in addition to it?

Rather frequently, ayats from the Koran confirming
the leadership of men over women are quoted. Status
above someone can be granted to an individual or group
of people, however more often such status is achieved
through the fulfillment of kind acts, the character of
which is not specified. (See: Sura 20, childbirth 75; 6,
ayat 132; 46, ayat 19).

The problem remains of the importance of woman as
a member of society, because of existing differences
between people and groups of people on the basis of
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their activities. Although the Koran also specifies such
differences in activity, the importance and value of these
activities is not determined. This allows members of each
social system to treat the importance of various activities
in their own way. This occurs in any society where work
carried out is divided as men and female. The problem
consists in the fact that the work of a man is recognized
as more significant and valuable than the work of the
woman, irrespective of the division of labor.

On the one hand, the Koran divides efforts and actions
into various categories, but, on the other hand, their
importance and value are not determined in it. The Koran
supports the acceptance of independent decisions by
society in definition of this or that value, and the
importance of this or that activity. In effect, the neutrality
of the Koran allows natural variations to occur, and they
have the right to exist. This corresponds to modern
requirements for democratic societies.

As for the increase in status acquired for the fulfillment
of an act, how does the Koran stipulate the awarding of
this important status with the help of numerous aspects,
which should be taken into account in a society? First,
all acts, which have been accomplished through the fear
of God are more valuable and significant. Second, "do
not wish that Allah would give you advantage against
others; to men be a share of that they have earned, and
to women a share of that they have earned. Ask Allah for
His blessing: truly, Allah knows all things!" (surah
"Women”, ayat 36). Actions and attempts can vary in
character and content, but they will be remunerated
according to what has been done. It is not important to
know how work is divided between man and woman in
the conditions of any concrete society.

There is another meaning to the phrase "a share of
that, what they have earned". When someone performs
work which is usually associated with the other sex, in
addition to his or her usual occupations, he or she
deserves the additional award. For example, Musa (Moses)
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met two women from Medina grazing animals (to work
as a shepherd is the prerogative of a man), because in
their family there was no man capable to perform this
work (the father was very old), and the women appeared
to be extremely necessary and useful.

The behavior of the women was not immoral,
notwithstanding that they performed work that was
unusual for them, as it was necessary for the survival of
the family to which they belonged. This obligation of a
woman, in addition to her usual duties to give birth and
raise children, should give her greater freedom and
benefits, but instead of this, a woman often appears
doubly burdened and frequently faced with violence on
the part of her husband, who feels inadequate.

In a society, work is divided into woman's and man’s
in order to promote its optimum performance. The
Koran does not divide labor relations, and does not
establish a monolithic order for each social system,
that natural variety in society would neglect. On the
contrary, the Koran recognizes the necessity of variety,
noting how the human race is divided: "Oh people!
We have created you as man and woman, and have
made you peoples and tribes, so that you know each
other" (surah "Rooms", ayat 13). In the Koran it is said
that to each group of people and each member of the
group —to men and women —will be given according
to their affairs.

There is an important social universality in the
Koran, which determines the functional differences
between members of a society and also applies a
uniform system of fair compensation for actions and
offenses, which is comprehensible under any social
conditions.

This is another reason that certain public systems
have stagnated, not having taken into account the
potential role of women. The Koran especially does
not define the role of individuals in a society, and
people do not take into account all the opportunities
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which they possess. To sum up what has been said, we
suggest considering the ayat below, in which the status
between man and the woman is differentiated.

In surah "Cow", ayat 228, it is said: "And the divorced
should wait for three periods, and it is not authorized
for them to hide that which Allah has created in their
wombs if

they believe in Allah and the last day. And to their
husbands, it is more adequate to return to them, thus if
they wish a reconciliation. And for them the same, as for
those above them, according to custom. The husbands
shall be one step above them, truly, Allah great and
wise!"

This ayat is given to point out that different stages
exist both between men, and between women depending
on circumstances. However speech in this ayat is about
divorce, and the man in this case has the superiority over
the woman. The advantage of the man consists in the
fact that he has the right to declare divorce from the
wife without the participation of a third party or
assistance. The declaration of divorce on the part of the
wife demands the intervention of authorities (for example,
judges). Considering the resultant details, the step in the
given ayat should be limited in relation only to the spouse.
Men, attributing to themselves unlimited superiority over
women, contradict the validity authorized in the Koran.
As to the individual, each soul gets what it deserves.
Nevertheless, in this ayat it is necessary to notice that, in
what men trusted and would like, others also have
believed: society should represent the hierarchical model,
in which men stand at the head. As to superiority, men
and women have equal opportunities. This follows from
surah "Women", ayat 38: "Husbands are above wives
because Allah has given one advantage before others,
and also because they spend from their own resources.
And decent women are reverential, and keep secret that,
which Allah keeps secret. And those, rebelliousness of
which you are afraid, inform them and abandon them on
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boxes and strike them. And if they will confess to you,
do not search for a way against them — truly, Allah is
praised, great!"

There is no need to remark that this ayat covers a
much more extensive question, than simply the question
of "advantage". This ayat is considered as a unique, most
important classical example of relations between man
and woman: "Husbands are above wives". Some men are
inclined to interpret this ayat as an unconditional
attribute of the greater advantage given to them by Allah,
against women. They assert that Allah has created men
surpassing women (in strength and wisdom).

However, such an interpretation is, first, unreasonable
and, second, incompatible with other Islamic doctrines.
The ayat does not contain instructions concerning the
physical and intellectual superiority of man over woman.
But all the same men use this ayat with the purpose of
demonstrating absolute authority over women. They use
it also to prove divine consecration and integral
superiority.

The birth of children is an especially important,
responsible case; the existence of mankind directly
depends on it. The great sensation of physical strength,
endurance, intelligence and high human appeal is shown
in this responsibility. Nevertheless, if it is so obvious and
significant, then what is the role of the man in family
and in society as a whole? For the sake of simple
composure, and in order to prevent oppression, the
responsibility of man for the continuation of mankind
should be admitted as equivalent. The Koran establishes
the responsibility of man as the superior, specifying that
the woman should not be burdened with additional
obligations, which could endanger her performance of
her basic duty.

In an ideal society everything necessary for the woman
for the performance of her basic functions is provided
by the man with ease, namely: granting physical
protection and material benefits. If the situation were
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different, "then the woman would endure serious
oppression”. This ideal vital script establishes fair and
complementary relations, however it cannot be carried
out in today's reality.

Thus the text of the Koran should be examined once
again from the point of view of the change of
interpretation of mutual duties between the man and the
woman. Their duties should not be divided only by
biological principle, and in their performance both the
man and the woman should improve. But, as we can
observe everywhere, people do not especially aspire to
change habitual foundations of their lives.

However, the construction of new relations between
the sexes should not be limited to the material side.
Changes should occur also in the spiritual, moral,
intellectual and psychological plane. A similar perspective
concerning his advantages will allow the man to truly
carry out the guardianship commanded by Allah, and to
overcome the existing rivalry and hierarchical thinking
which contain destructive, rather than creative, forces.

Man is called to care for woman, as she carries out her
important mission of giving life to descendants, and raising
them. Men are obliged to respect the experience of
women obtained during the birth and care of their
children. In the Muslim world it is necessary to modernize
social relations, by resolving gender issues which have
traditionally interfered in the rapid economic and social
development of Muslim communities. And in this regard
we do not see any role for religion. This is why we have
chosen the theme of gender problems in Islam for an
analysis from historical, philosophical and political points
of view.
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Women's Criminality in Uzbekistan

Until recently, the problem of women’ criminality
hasn't attracted much direct attention. There was the
opinion that women’ criminality does not present a major
public danger and does not render any significant impact
on the criminal situation in the Republic. However,
detailed study of the problem has demonstrated that it
is not that simple, as such criminality has been increasing,
serving as a negative criterion of the moral health of
the public.

Crimes of women differ from those of men in many
ways: character, consequences, ways and means of their
fulfillment, the sphere in which they occur, choice of
victim, influence of the family/household and
accompanying circumstances. These features are
connected to the role of woman in the system of public
relations, her social role and functions and her biological
and psychological specificity. Certainly, the social
conditions, lifestyle and role of a woman in a society
vary, and the nature and aspects of her criminal behavior
vary accordingly as well.

Nature of crime in female criminality. The most
common crimes committed by women are theft, chiefly
of personal property (about 15% in the general structure
of the criminality of women), and crimes connected to
narcotic substances, as well as prostitution.
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Crimes committed by women are in many respects
connected to their labor roles, e.g. employment in public
catering and access to goods which can become the object
of theft. For example, bribery has increased, and this is
explained in particular by the fact that there are many
more women in official positions than previously.

Women steal through breach of confidence, most often
in apartments and houses. Less common is pick-pocketing,
and, as a rule, women act in the role of accomplices.
Cases of room thefts, where women provide the "brains"
behind an operation, or even act as perpetrators themselves,
have become frequent lately.

It is interesting that in the commission of crimes, women
have started asking less often for the help of men;
sometimes, having united, women (especially young
women) successfully commit crimes on their own, with
long-term success. Certainly, this is no compliment to
female strength, resources, dexterity and entrepreneurship.

The growth of violent female criminality deserves special
attention. A woman with a master key may be unpleasant,
but with a knife or an axe — this is much worse!

Among female criminals, about 1% are convicted for
murder or attempted murder, almost the same number for
committing serious physical injuries, and over 3% for
robberies and armed assaults with the purpose of robbery.
The share of female criminality in the general picture of
crimes changes in different years, but a negative dynamic
IS noticeable: 10-12% of women commit murders; 5-7%
commit assault; and 16-18% robberies and armed assaults.
The number of women convicted as accomplices has
increased during the last years even for rape, imagine.
One in four women serving time in places of imprisonment
Is guilty of committing such a crime.

A typical female crime is the murder of her child right
after its birth. Usually this crime is committed by unmarried
and destitute, even homeless young women. Sometimes
in these crimes, there is a man behind the scenes, when
such dangerous crimes are committed not without the
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influence or tacit consent of the man, most often a
roommate or lover. It is impossible to consider such
murders as less socially dangerous than other deliberate
murders, or to consider the guilty women in such crimes
as victims of society. Quite often criminals show amazing
cruelty, killing in cold blood. For example, eighteen-year
old 1., having given birth to a child in a hostel, immediately
cut its throat with a knife she had prepared beforehand.

About half of condemned women are below the age of
thirty. However, the age ratio differs for different
categories. There are a lot of single women among those
who are over 30 years old, especially among 40-year-
olds; this is caused by the disintegration of their matrimonial
situation and the loss of their parents. But during these
periods, women's activity in social production increases,
their social contacts grow, they start to play an appreciable
role in production and in domestic life, and quite often
they are appointed to supervising posts. Some factors of
production and service activity enable them to commit
crimes.

At the time of their criminal activity, little more than
half of women are married. Those women, who are not
imprisoned, as a rule, keep their families. Family relations
for those women sent to prison are much worse: men
rather quickly get themselves new wives, legally or not,
sometimes even right after the arrest of the spouse. An
analysis of research has shown the following: during
imprisonment 11.9% of men and 23.5% of women see their
families break up; 2.8% of men and 1.2% of women get
married while serving punishment. Clearly, those women
have fewer opportunities to arrange the lives after their
release.

Among those who violate the Criminal code, the share
of persons with higher and secondary special education
iIs rather high, including those with a specialization.
Those with the highest qualifications are usually
condemned for such serious crimes as bribery and
swindling. However, 44% of them had no certain
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employment at the time of committing the crime (this
number does not include housewives).

Features of psychology and behavior of women
criminals. There are a lot of women with mental disorders
among convicted women. According to selective data,
about 25% of the women sent to prison suffered from
alcoholism, psychopathy, organic disorders of the central
nervous system or consequences of cranio-cerebral
traumas. Venereal diseases are diagnosed in three to four
of each hundred condemned minors.

Characteristic features for women who violate the law
are consistent experiences causing conditions of damaged
mentality, and high impulsiveness. Therefore, they
frequently ignore or take insufficient account of
circumstances, inadequately perceive and assess vital
situations, and badly predict the consequences of the
actions. Their behavior is disorganized and not thought
out.

In contradiction to men, women more often feel
guilty in connection with illegal actions they have
committed, as well as anxiety for the future, which is
amplified during their time serving out their sentences.
However, sincere repentance among them is rather
seldom found.

Specificity of the reasons for female criminality.
As research shows, the criminality of women is
connected with their participation in social production;
with the fundamental weakening of social institutions
in society, and, above all, of families; with the decrease
in public control; with the increased intensity in society
and the distrust, conflicts and animosities among
people; with the growing consumption of drugs and
alcohol; and with the increase in drunkenness,
prostitution, vagrancy and begging.

At present, women make up approximately half of
the number of workers, chiefly occupied in public health
services, education, culture, art, science, trade, public
catering, supply, selling, crediting and insurance, the
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textile industry and a number of others. The majority
of women have access to significant material assets.

Essentially, the situation with female criminality is
aggravated by the fact that women bear half the burden
of heavy unskilled labor in agriculture and industry. The
majority of factories and manufacturers have no
restrictions on using female labor. Their working day is
equal with men’s, and identical quotas are established.
Many women cannot maintain excessive workloads, do
not value such work, and can easily abandon it — with
theft, swindling, prostitution and drug-dealing, etc.
becoming an alternative source of support.

Another negative aspect of such heavy, unskilled, low-
prestige work is that it makes women rude and hard-hearted,
depriving them of their femininity and softness. This is
thought to be one of the reasons for the increased criminality
among women, their aggression and even cruelty.

The combination of intense work with familial and
parenting duties can lead to rather undesirable
consequences. In fact, many women cannot really prove
themselves, neither in one sphere nor the other, constantly
overburdened, always weary, under nervous pressure,
afraid of being unable to cope. They suffer from nagging
unease, nervous breakdowns, conflicts, the inability to
adapt, the sensation of a hostile world, of misfortun, etc.

Women feel and experience social difficulties more
sharply; they are more susceptible and vulnerable to any
adverse changes which threaten their family and especially
their children.

Features of preventing crimes committed by women.
In order to successfully combat female criminality, it is
necessary to be guided by such basic principles as humanity
and mercy; to understand the reasons behind their criminal
or immoral acts; and to aspire to help them to escape from
a vicious circle, to understand their own lives. Humanity
and mercy to women should be inculcated into criminal
law and other statutory acts, for example, internal regulations
in places of imprisonment.
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And, certainly, the main thing is to improve the morals
in society and the family, and to improve the education of
youth, decreasing criminality among minors.

Work to prevent female criminality should cover first of
all those spheres in which negative features of character
are formed, and in which crimes are more frequently
committed, which is in domestic life and in production.
Therefore the provision of help to the family, including
within the framework of special programs, is of particular
Importance.

Criminal problems related to the labor activity of women
and their material security can be solved only with a rise in
the economy as a whole, with the growth of real incomes
of the population, the vocational capability of women, the
reduction of their working day or working week at the
preservation of former wages — particularly for those with
children, the introduction of additional holidays, and the
improvement of working conditions. It is necessary to reduce
the number of women occupied in heavy and harmful labor
and to improve working conditions (it is necessary to
develop a list of primary trades for women, with
differentiated performance standards, and to forbid work
at night).

The labor and household status of women, who are
unemployed, lack a stable place of residence, and
furthermore those have been imprisoned, require special
attention. Practice shows, that to employ even a young
woman is not so simple. Complexity arises here also in
connection with the fact that not each of them will agree
to undertake that work which is offered. Many young
women feel that work should be both interesting and
prestigious, and bring enough income to satisfy the majority
of their needs. Many of them simply do not have diligence.

As we see, the problems of female criminality are very
complex; they are closely bound by the life of society and
its difficulties. But the solution of these problems would
allow a basic improvement in the moral atmosphere of
society.

Woman is the Core and Heart of the Family

The process of democratic transformation to build a
lawful state and civil society in our country demands
responsibility, social activity and comprehensive
cooperation from all of us.

The topic of this conference is related to the current
place and role of women in society, and this means that
it is vitally important to address women's problems and to
conduct scientific research in order to identify these
problems, as well as to set conditions for improving
women's status, and also to involve them in the processes
of the democratic renewal of society and the development
of the state.

Undoubtedly, all the conference participants have
formed their own opinions on this issue, and perhaps these
differ from the opinions of their colleagues. This is quite
natural, because | think each topic arouses heated
discussions, and people share their opinions.

During democratization and the construction of a civil
society, Uzbekistan has taken a new approach to the issue
of women's rights, human and female dignity, and
principles of morals and social justice.

Therefore, | would like to note the recent passage of a
number of Decrees of the President of our Republic,
resolutions of the government and laws — all aimed at
providing social support for women, improving the status
and position of women and children, and fostering a healthy
and educated generation.

The head of our state recently made a speech on
"Uzbekistan on the Eve of the 21st Century" at the XIV
session of the Oliy Majlis. He said "We should not forget
that the cultural and moral level of society and its movement
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forward on the path of democratic reforms is determined
by its attitude to women".

Since gaining independence, we have the opportunity
to better study our history, culture and spiritual heritage.

Uzbekistan has chosen the path of building a civilized,
tolerant, secular society, where all conditions for freedom
of conscience are met.

At present, however, we face the threat of religious
fanaticism, extremism and terrorism. We are worried by
the fact that these radical movements negatively
influence some of our women who, unfortunately,
understand too late that they are being used for criminal
purposes. It is sad, but it is a fact.

It is necessary to say that family and personal relations
strongly influence the formation of people's democratic
consciousness. An individual's destiny, his/her career,
successes and failure in personal life, even his/her mood
greatly depend on the psychological climate in the family,
which, in turn, influences the ethics of society.

Society consists of family clusters, and woman is the
core and heart of the family. If the heart is healthy, rich
in terms of cultural wealth, and has high moral principles,
the family also will live in peace, maintaining its vital
foundations and traditions. And this impacts on the peace
and stability of society.

In spite of the fact that over the last few years the
state has been more focused on protecting the rights
and interests of women in social, economic and political
areas, and on improving women's status in family and
society, some problems remain: a disrespectful attitude
to woman in the family: a lack of appreciation of her job
responsibilities: her insufficient legal literacy: unstable
financial situation; and disordered family life. Sometimes
women in crisis cannot be provided with any psychological
support, and they cannot be given necessary consulting
services.

To turn to the Makhalla Committee — the citizens’
residential self-government institution, which is a unique
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national democratic institution — it is necessary for a
woman to write an application with a detailed
description of the crisis situation and the problem that
has emerged, and to ask for help in solving this problem.
However, the mentality of any Uzbek woman who has
been brought up respecting the Eastern traditions does
not allow her to publicly voice her "pain", and it does
not give her the opportunity to “reveal herself”, to relax
and think over the situation, to strengthen her emotions.
She becomes isolated, hides the insults and problems
deeply in her heart, and patiently and independently
tries to find a way out. She hopes to cure her wounds,
she tries to look as if she is quiet and cheerful, she
searches for opportunities to generate family income,
and she peacefully solves problems at work.

Unfortunately, this is not always possible. The number
of divorces, broken families, single women who have
one, two or more children, and who do not earn a
livelihood are still decreasing only slowly.

One problem leads to others, but first of all they are
incorporated into the individual, in his/her mentality
and education. These problems and crisis situations
might be prevented at the initial stage as soon as people
start to misunderstand each other. And conversations
should be confidential because in this case a woman
will be able to frankly discuss her problems with a
counterpart who can provide her with moral and
psychological support, be her legal advisor, and train
her to find the way out of stressful situations, and to
eliminate the other negative phenomena that we face
in our daily lives.

Therefore the activities of non-governmental
noncommercial women's organizations typically include:
the individual approach to people; civil, spiritual and
moral education, educational; explanatory work among
women and youth in the area of religion; and efforts to
raise the legal awareness and cultural level of the
population.
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The Decree of the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan #PF-3434 issued on 25 May 2004 "On
Additional Measures to Support the Activity of the
Women's Committee” has been repeatedly mentioned
at this conference. In line with it, a State Program
offering new opportunities for more productive work
and implementation of women's capacities has been
approved.

This document is of special value because it creates
new positions for advisers in the sphere of religious and
spiritual/moral education in makhallas, settlements and
kishlaks where around 500 families live. One of their
key functional responsibilities is to conduct regular
studies and to make needs assessments of the population,
especially of needy and unhappy families, families that
have lost their main bread-winner, single and aged
people, and disabled people. The specificity of this work
provides an opportunity to get to know the people, to
build trust, to be aware of their problems and, what is
very important, to provide moral and psychological
support, and also to duly help them, if they find
themselves in difficult situations.

| believe that the regular educational work of makhalla
advisers, who take into account national traditions and
customs, is necessary to prevent family conflicts, as well
as contradictions between secular and religious points
of view. In accordance with statistics, they currently carry
out fruitful activities in more than 7000 makhallas
throughout the Republic. They are mainly educated
women, who are wise due to their life experience, and
are respected in residential places. Many of them are
former teachers, doctors and other representatives of the
intelligentsia who know well the national traditions and
religious practices. | fully agree with the opinion voiced
here that people follow those in whom they trust. As
they say, the trust of an individual is a force, but to
deserve trust is an art.
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| would like to say that Women's Committees and
women's NGOs have currently became a component of
the public life of the country, and what is more important,
many women believe NGOs give them the opportunity
to use their capacity, skills and professional skills. They
help women to participate in the socio-economic and
political life of the country, involve unemployed women
in businesses, and raise the level of their culture and
their economic and legal awareness.

For instance, | am the representative of the Tashkent
City non-governmental non-commercial Women's
Organization "ELNAJOT", and this organization, in
partnership with the Tashkent City Khokimiyat and the
Women's City Committee, and with the support provided
by the Representative Office of the Friedrich Ebert
Foundation in Uzbekistan, has held a number of events
and training workshops on different topics involving both
experts from different sectors, imams and otinoyi who
have specialist religious education.

In this way, interesting papers on relevant topics were
presented at the following workshops: "Woman and
Leadership"”, "Youth and Law", "On the Way to
Democratic Society”, "Islam and Time", "The
Mobilization of Women During the Election Campaign",
and "Raising the Legal Awareness of Women and the
Spiritual/Moral Education of the Youth". Aksakals,
activists and makhalla advisers, governmental officials,
representatives of public organizations and mass media
and youth have taken part in these discussions.

The seminar "Islam and Time" was held in the
Shajhontohur district of Tashkent, with the participation
of scientists on the theory of Islam, historians,
governmental officials, representatives of youth and public
organizations, and active workers of women's committees
in makhallas. The following presentations and speeches
were of special interest: "Uzbekistan - a Country of Great
Scientists and Figures”, "Independence, Religion and
Woman", "Women and Religious Fundamentalism", and
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"On Strengthening Collaboration between Governmental
and Public Organizations to Prevent Religious Extremism
among Women and Youth™.

To further increase the active participation of women
in the processes of socio-economic transformation,
democratization of society, and construction of a lawful
state, the seminar "On the Path toward a Democratic
Society" was held in the Junusabad district of the capital.
Key experts of the city and district khokimiyats and
student leaders participated in this seminar. The
following presentations were made: "On the Role of
Women and Youth in the Socio-Economic Life of the
Society", "The Legal Foundation of Building a
Democratic Society"”, "State and Religion™, "On the Role
of Political Parties in Civil Society Building”, and "On
Public Organizations' Activities in Uzbekistan". After
the presentations, the people shared their opinions.

Seminars on the topic "Improving Legal and Civil
Education in Makhallas" are held on a monthly basis.
During these seminars, the following topics are
enthusiastically studied and discussed: "Citizens
Constitutional Rights and the Family Code of the
Republic of Uzbekistan", "National Traditions and
Religious Practices”, "Women's Privileges Granted by
the Legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan”,
"Criminality and Religious Fanaticism among Women:
Reasons and Effects" and others.

The effectiveness of these events is obvious, as the
number of divorces and marriages among minors have
radically decreased, female delinquency has fallen,
there are fewer cases of religious fanaticism and
extremism, and fewer people are involved in drug
trafficking and commercial sex.

At the same time, there are still many problems left,
as vl\(/ell as unperformed tasks and weaknesses in the
work.

Unfortunately, it is necessary to recognize that not
all women who hold the position of advisers in makhallas
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meet the necessary requirements to carry out this crucial
and difficult work. There is a shortage of the necessary
knowledge, the skill of reflectively listening to and
understanding the pain, the ability to empathize, and
the adherence to ethical standards. But | am sure that
these weaknesses can be overcome. Because one of the
most important areas in our current activity is to change
the stereotypical attitude to woman: from homekeeper
to valuable participant in the political life of the country
and of an open civil society.
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The Legal Base for Gender Equality in Uzbekistan

As is known, in the modern world no state can be
considered as legal and democratic if the eqtial rights
of women and men in all spheres of social life are not
protected on a legal basis. Therefore, mud work is
currently being done to establish a legal base for
gender equality in society, as Uzbekistan ha? set itself
the goal of building a democratic legal state end strong
civil society.

Clause 18 of the Constitution of the Republic of
Uzbekistan is the first Constitutional gucrantor of
gender equality, stating: "All citizens of the Republic
of Uzbekistan are entitled to equal rights and freedom,
and are equal in terms of the law. Their are not
discriminated against on the basis of gender, race,
ethnicity, language, religion, social descert, beliefs,
or personal and social status". Moreover, in order to
emphasize that this issue is of special importance,
the Constitution of Uzbekistan, once again, states in
Clause 46: "Women and men are entitled to equal
rights".

These are basic constitutional provisions which are
used in the legislative activities carried out by
legislative and executive authorities to regulate social
relations, with the goal of ensuring true equality for
w°men in all aspects of social life in the country.

For instance, the Family Code, which was
established on 1¢ September, 1998, regulates
matrimonial relations: the procedures for registering
marriage and divorce, property rights and disputes,
parental rights and duties, and also children’s rights.
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Marriages are registered in the civilian registry office
(marriages performed only in accordance with religious
practice are not valid in Uzbekistan). The following are
prohibited in conjugal relations: direct or indirect
restriction of rights, establishment of direct or indirect
priorities when entering into a marriage, and intervention
into family relations on the basis of gender, race, ethnic
nationality, language, religion, social origin, beliefs,
personal and social status and other circumstances.
Spouses exercise equal rights and perform equal duties.

The Family Code has made some new provisions for
regulating conjugal relations. One of these is that spouses
are entitled to the right to conclude a marriage contract,
in which, on the basis of mutual consent, they can
determine the legal nature of property as general, separate
or shared. The marriage contract, which is made in line
with a notary's regulation, is an indisputable document
that determines and confirms spouses' property rights.
The marriage contract prevents the opportunity to stir
up property disputes, as it clearly defines the spouses'
property rights. In case of the break-up of the family,
the spouses need not go to court to resolve problems
related to their property rights, thanks to the contract.
However, if the property rights defined in the marriage
contract are violated, the spouse whose rights are violated
is entitled to go to court.

There is a new provision in the Family Code that
gives spouses the right to determine methods of paying
alimony to children. The agreement on alimony, certified
by a notary, is valid, and it is equal to an enforcement
order. There is yet another innovation: spouses are
entitled to make an agreement to provide mutual
financial support.

The introduced changes give spouses more rights,
and give them more opportunities to settle important
property and alimony issues. They are aimed at achieving
gender equality, as they give spouses equal rights
irrespective of gender. These changes are of special
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value for protecting the rights of women, who are more
vulnerable as wives and mothers in terms of their rights
and opportunities.

The Labor Code, which was approved in Uzbekistan
on 214 January, 1995, prohibits discrimination against
women in terms of their right to work. In line with the
Code it is prohibited to place any restrictions or give
any advantages in the field of labor relations on the
basis of gender, race, ethnic nationality, language, social
origin, property and official position, religion, beliefs,
membership in any public organizations, and also due to
any other circumstances which are not related to the
business qualities of workers and their output (Clause 6).
The law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Employment”
issued in 1992 (the new wording was approved in 1998)
provides organizational, legal and socio-economic
guarantees that an individual may exercise his/her right
to employment in the market economy, and that different
types of property are equal.

The regulations of the Labor Law prohibit the
infringement of a woman’s rights. In particular, the
employer is not entitled to refrain from employing a
woman because she is pregnant or has many children.
The Labor Code also contains some provisions that
protect women against harmful and difficult working
conditions. There are some privileges for women. For
example, pregnant women must be given easier and
healthier jobs but must be paid their previous average
wage. The law gives privileges to women who have
children under two years of age.

However, international experts think that legislative
provisions concerning maternity leave and some
restrictions on women’s working conditions set up
objective barriers to their employment in the non-
governmental sector. Of course, such restrictions are
provided in Uzbekistan in the interests of women.
However, the prohibitive method of legal regulation does
not always meet woman’s interests. Therefore, relevant
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amendments to the Labor Code have been adopted. They
state that a pregnant woman is entitled to agree about
overtime work and maternity or childcare leave. This
approach should remove the contradiction between
measures taken to protect woman's rights and
requirements that all individuals must be treated equally
despite their gender.

The Civil Law proclaims that both woman and man
are entitled equally to conclude transactions, to be
engaged in enterprise activity, to protect their author's
and inheritance rights, etc. Women's rights are not
restricted in the family sphere: they are entitled to start
families, to educate children, to make marriage contracts
at any stage of family life and many other things.

The Criminal Code acknowledges criminal
responsibility for direct or indirect infringement or
restriction of rights — as well as direct or indirect
provision of advantages — to citizens on the basis of
their gender, race, ethnic nationality, language, religion,
social origin, beliefs, or personal or social status. In
particular, the pregnancy of a woman who has been
attacked or injured qualifies as an aggravating
circumstance. The Criminal Code of the Republic
acknowledges crimes against sexual freedom, including
rape and sexual harassment, and forced sex with an
employer or other person in a dominant position over
the woman.

The Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Additional
Benefits for Women" was issued on 14th April 1999 in
order to establish conditions for raising children and to
stimulate women's interest in employment. The Oliy Majlis
of the Republic of Uzbekistan decided that women with
children under three years of age who work for public
institutions and organizations financed by the governmental
budget should work for fewer hours, not exceeding thirty
five hours per week, without a reduction in salary.
Moreover, women are entitled to retire at the age of fifty-
four, provided they have seniority of the necessary length.
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Thus, it is possible to state that on the whole,
Uzbekistan has established a firm legal base in the area
of protecting women's rights, and women are able to
successfully exercise their rights both in the country's
socio-economic life and in familial relations.
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
